Requirements

Why keep records?


Properly kept records are a vital part of horse ownership.  Records give a clear picture of what you have invested in the project, and provide accurate facts about your horse project. 

Required elements of the Horse Project Record Book.

· A picture of your project horse and alternate horse (if applicable).  The picture(s) must clearly show a full body view of the horse(s). 

· Written description of your horse project using proper terminology to describe color and markings. 

· Record book begins on September 1st of the current 4-H year (September 1 through August 30).  Exceptions must be clearly documented in the record book.  Exceptions include, but are not limited to,  purchase or lease of project horse or pony after September or you are a new member joining the club after the start of the 4-H year. Exceptions may be listed on the “description of horse/pony” page.

· Four consecutive months of Care and Riding Sheets.  Exceptions to this include situations in which horse was available to you for less than four months (e.g. college student, lease or purchase of project horse). Exceptions may be listed on the “description of horse/pony” page.
· A report or story about the project horse must be included in the record book. 

· Horse Record Book pages are in the same order as outlined on the “Horse Record Book Judge’s Page and Scoring Guide”.  Any additional content must be placed at the end of the Horse Record Book. 

· The Horse Record Book must be submitted in a binder or notebook.  No loose pages please. 

· The Record Book must receive a minimum score of 70 points in order to compete as an exhibitor and to receive ribbons and premiums at the 4H youth fair.

Instructions for completing your Horse/Pony Record Book

(Instructions are for reference only and need not be included in the completed record book)
Signatures

· All signatures are required.  A parent signature is optional if the member is 18 years of age or older.


General

· All pages must be in the correct order.

· If you did not make any entries on a page, the page must still be included when turning your book in.  Include any explanations as to why a page is left blank or if you cannot meet expected requirements. 

· The book may be decorated or enhanced as long as all pages are included and kept in order.

· Do not include pages from previous years unless they are part of a story or report you are including.

· Consider using dividers with tabs to organize your record book (especially for the extra information included at the end of the record book).

· Clearly label reports and stories. 

· Reports and stories must include date authored.

· The record book is available on diskette.  See your leader for instructions.  


Cover Page

· 4-H age is the 4-H member’s age as of January 1 of the current year.
· Years in horse project do not include years as an Explorer and does include the current year.
· Horsemaster levels are defined as Novice Intermediate, Novice Advanced,, Junior Intermediate, Junior Advanced, Senior Intermediate, Senior Advanced, or Horsemaster.
· Date record completed should reflect the date of the last entry.
Description of project horse/pony

· Photo must clearly show the full body view of the horse.
· The description of the horse must be written using proper terminology.
Horse Health

· Health records should begin on September 1st and end when the record book is considered complete (should match end date on cover of record).
· Include a copy of your horse’s immunization record (e.g. copy of vet bill, copy of packaging)
· Include a copy of your horse’s Coggins test results at the end of the record book.
· If no illness/injury or dental care, explain what you did to maintain your horse’s health.
Feeding and Bedding Summary

· Amount column should reflect number of pounds used for one month 
(30 or 31 days).  
· Cost should reflect the cost of the number of pounds used in that month.  For example, if you buy 50 pounds of feed for $8.00 in September, but you only feed 25 pounds the cost in the September cost box should be $4.00. 
· If your family bales their own hay, assign a fair market value to each bale of hay used.  For example, if you use 10 bales of hay in September and you choose to assign $2.50 per bale, you would document $25.00 spent on hay in the September cost box.
· Describe your feed in terms you understand such as pellet or sweet feed, brand of feed used.  Consider inserting a tag off the feed bag to document contents of feed. Do not include actual samples.
· Describe hay and pasture using proper terminology such as alfalfa, timothy, grass, etc.
· Describe supplements provided to your horse using brand name if applicable and include salt/mineral blocks if provided. Explain why you provide the supplement(s) to your horse.
· Describe bedding used such as straw or pine shavings.  If no bedding is used, please explain (e.g. horse is kept outside with shelter).
Purchases and Gifts

· This is a listing of items that you purchased or received as a gift that you use for your horse.

· Include individual costs and total.  If item was a gift, estimate the value.

· Records should begin on September 1st.
Project Plans

· Answer all three questions regarding your goals and plans.

Educational Experiences

· List experiences starting as of September 1st.

· Examples include seminars, clinics, and informational book(s) you read and meeting presentations.  A general 4-H club meeting does not count as an educational experience unless there is a special presentation, specific educational topics discussed or speaker.

Show Record

· Keep track of shows and results starting as of September 1st.

· You should include the Kids Fun Night Out (KFNO) shows. 

· Check the box if you did not show your horse.  You are not penalized for not being able to show.  However, please tell us why you were unable to show.


Equine Report or Story

· The report or story must be equine-related.   Topics could be a story something that happened during the project year about your project horse, a equine health report (ex: laminitis, founder, training –with information sources clearly stated at the end), something you learned about horses at a training session, a horse-related personal experience you had, or similar.  Report/story must not have been included in a previous record book. 

Time Spent with Your Horse

· Keep track of the time you spend with your horse feeding, stall cleaning, grooming, and riding.  

· List actual times for each date, and do not put lines with arrows through sections.  Dates with no activity can be left blank.  

· Total your time at the bottom of each page.

4-H Meeting Attendance

· Include the time you spend at your 4-H club meetings.

· Meeting topics would be a one or two word description of what was covered at the meeting    

Judge’s Sheets: Exhibitor Eligibility in Scoring

· You must achieve a score of 70 or more to complete your horse project.  If your horse project is considered incomplete, you may exhibit your horse project at the youth fair.  However, your participation will be considered exhibition, meaning you will not be eligible for ribbons in non-premium classes or considered for trophies.  






Project Horse/Pony Photo











A photo of your project animal is required.  Photo should show entire horse clearly.
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
