Novice Umpire Training  --Wednesday evenings from February 26, to and including March 26, 2003 7pm – 9pm. Five Consecutive Wednesdays

Week 1  - What do umpires do ALL of the time?

Week 2  - What do umpires do MOST of the time?

Week 3  - What happens SOME of the time as an umpire?

Week 4  - What happens OCCASIONALLY as an umpire?

Week 5  - What can happen ANYTIME as an umpire?

Based on the above questions novice umpires will be guided through the routines performed by softball umpires. This will be achieved through a series of informal presentations based on the above five (5) questions and there related rules as presented through Softball Canada’s publications.  Greatest knowledge is gained by attending all five (5) presentations, however this is not compulsory. All five (5) components would prepare the novice umpire to write their Softball Canada Level 1 certification. Arrangements to write this certification exam may be made at any of the five (5) sessions or by calling CMSA  @ 245- 3008. Those who want to attend one (1) or several sessions are welcome as well. This would be an excellent information source for community umpires also.

Calgary Minor Softball Umpires Association (CMSUA) would appreciate any help any time. Our leagues start early April and go to the end of June, we operate Monday through Thursday evenings 6:30pm – 8:15pm. Weekend tournaments are available as well.
