Procedures:

1. 6g of copper (II) nitrate (Cu(NO3)2.2H2O) is dissolved in 60cm3 of water. 

2. The solution is then added the concentrated ammonia solution slowly with stirring, until the precipitate is formed has just redissolved.

3. After that, the solution is added 6cm3 of acetylacetone with stirring.

4. The precipitate is filtered off by using suction filtration and is washed well with water and drained.

5. The precipitate is added with a mixture of equal volumes of ethanol and chloroform to recrystallise.

6. The recrystallised material is filtered off and has been dried in an Owen at temperate 100oC.
