· The new Staying  Safe program and patches are now available in the council stores.  This program is a component of P.A.V.E  the Way (Project Anti-Violence Education).  Age-appropriate booklet cover topics such as saying “no” to potentially dangerous adults, confident body language, good touches and bad touches, bullying, sexual harassment and abuse.  Staying Safe booklets are for girls age 4 – 11.  Girls 11-17 use the STUDIO 2B Focus: Take Charge booklet and earn a charm.

· The GirlSports 2004 Patch is also available now.  The participation guide can be located at http://jfg.girlscouts.org/Go/GirlSportPatchProject/Index.htm or picked up at either council store.  In short, girls can participate any way they want, in whatever sports activities they choose, either individually, in a group, with their family, or with another adult.  Girls should be active for a min. of 20 minutes, three days/week for the greatest health benefit.  Total hours of participation per age group is: Daisy – 12 hours, Brownie – 15 hours, Junior – 18 hours, girls 11>14 – 21 hours, and girls 14>17 – 24 hours.

· Cadette Girl Scout Troop 514 in Winter Park, Florida are seeking help w/their Silver Award Project.  They are attempting to contact every Girl Scout/Girl Guide council to spread the word about the Kindness is Contagious Day.  They are calling it Project 514.
