1. For those who wrote the mid-term exam and wish to have it count towards
their final mark, they should let me know via e-mail so that it can be taken
into account. The percentage of grades for these individuals will be as
stated in the original course syllabus: 25% mid-term exam; 25% final exam;
35% take-home assignment; 15% class participation. If I do not hear from a
student who wrote the exam, the exam will count towards her/his final mark.

2. For those who wrote the mid-term exam and wish not to have it count
towards their final mark, they should let me know via e-mail so that it will
not be taken into account. If I do not hear from a student who wrote the
exam that he/she does not want it to count, the exam will be counted towards
the student's final mark.

3. For those who did not write the mid-term exam, or those who wrote it and
do not want to have it count, we will revert to "Plan B" and reallocate the
percentage of grades as follows: 35% final exam; take-home assignment 50%;
class participation 15%.

4. It is not yet known when the mid-term exams will be marked, or by whom.
The same thing goes for the final exam and take-home assignment. However,
Dr. Young has agreed to make whatever arrangements are needed, depending on
the labour situation at the end of term, to ensure assignments and exams are
marked and grades assigned. Hopefully I will be able to do this, but if not
appropriate arrangements will be made.

5. Students will be responsible for completing the take-home assignment and
handing it in on the original due date of March 26, 2003 at 4:30 PM. If
there is no class that day, students may drop it off in the CNPS office.
Ingrid, the receptionist, can direct students to the filing cabinet where
assignments can be dropped off. As stated in the syllabus, electronic
submissions will not be accepted.

6. Students will be responsible for writing the final exam, scheduled for
April 9, 2003 at 4:30. The exam will be in the format described in the
syllabus: 35 multiple choice questions plus short-answer questions worth 15
points, for a total of 50. If I am not able to be there, Dr. Richard Young
has agreed to invigilate. For those who need to make arrangements to write
the exam at the Disability Resource Centre, please do so and either drop the
paperwork off for Dr. Young to sign or have the Disability Resource Centre
send it to him via Campus mail. (This is assuming that the TAs are not back
at work by that time.)

7. Students continue to be responsible for all assigned reading according
to the course syllabus, regardless of whether there is a class. The
assignment and final exam will be based on the assigned reading in the
Zunker textbook. Class participation will be based on attendance and
participation during the classes actually held. The final exam will not be
cumulative - it will cover the material as outlined on the syllabus.
