Advance Placement World History

Welcome to Advance Placement World History.  As you all know, this is going to be an extremely challenging class, but one that can also be very rewarding.  I am excited that you have accepted the challenge of this class and I look forward to seeing each of you excel through the rigors of an Advance Placement course as we prepare you for college.  Below are brief descriptions of expectations, assignments, grades, etc.  Both you and your parent/guardian must read them and sign this paper, acknowledging that you understand and agree to the rules and conditions of my class.

EXPECTATIONS

You are in an AP course, therefore my expectations of you are incredibly high.  Due to the date of the AP Exam (early May), we do not have time to fool around…thus, the pace of this class will be extremely RAPID!!!  Such a fast pace will require you to read more than you would in a normal class.  I expect EVERYONE to keep up with the reading.  Not doing so will jeopardize your chances of passing both the AP Exam and my class.

GRADES

To best prepare you for the AP Exam (so that you can attain college credit) the grading in this course will be somewhat reflective of the AP Exam.  

Tests………………………………………40%

Classwork, Homework, Quizzes………….25%

Essays/Writing Assignments...……………30%

Class Participation……………………….…5%

Your grade will be determined based on your performance in several different types of work.  Below is a description of each:

Tests- Half of your score from the AP Exam is the Multiple Choice test.  To make the class more “college-like” and to prepare for the AP Exam, we will only have five tests for the entire class.  However, the tests will be the biggest part of your grade – counting 40% overall.

Classwork, Homework, & Quizzes – we will have daily quizzes to ensure that the class is meeting our reading requirements.  With reading being your major focus for homework, we will rarely have “other” homework.  However, any other homework or classwork will be factored into this grade. (25% of total grade)

Essays/Writing Assignments – The second half of your score from the AP Exam will come from Writing.  During the exam you will have to write three different essays.  To prepare for this, we will have a weekly in-class timed writing assignment as well as papers and essays to be completed at home

Class Participation – class participation will count 5% and may help bump you up a point or two at the end of each 6 weeks.  This grade will be based on attendance, contributions to class discussions, evidence of completing the readings, etc.  

All students are expected to complete work on time.  Late work WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED!!!  Make up work due to excused absences must be completed within 3 days from the date the student returns (some exceptions may apply for prolonged absences).

If there are any questions or concerns, I will gladly speak with a parent/guardian to discuss their concerns.
