Honors World History

Welcome to Honors World History.  During your stay in this class we will learn about the people, places, and events that have shaped our world as we know it today. EXPECTATIONS

You are in an honors class, therefore my expectations of you are incredibly high.  Not only do I expect you to master basic knowledge of events from World History, but I also expect you to demonstrate higher level thinking skills.  Behavior should not be an issue in this class, due to the quality of students that are included…DO NOT make behavior a problem that must be addressed

ASSIGNMENTS

Your grade will be determined based on your performance in several different types of work.  Below is a description of each:

Tests- Tests are the most important indicator of how you are doing in class.  They will be given fairly often and they will count 40% of your grade.  Tests will usually be a combination of multiple choice, identification, and essay.  Occasionally, variations may be needed (open book, open notes, etc.)

Classwork & Homework – assignments are frequently given and students are expected to completed in class.  If time does not allow, assigned work must be taken home to be completed and turned in on the assigned day.  Homework will count 20% of a student’s grade.

Quizzes – students will be quizzed regularly, often 2-3 times a week.  Some will be announced and some will be unexpected.  Quizzes will count 20% of a semester grade.

Honors Projects – Students will be required to do extra work above that of a typical World History class.  During the semester we will read 3 books as well as regular selections of primary documents.  Some of the books that we may read include The Iliad, The Prince, Utopia, A Tale of Two Cities, and Hiroshima.  Each book will be accompanied by a project in which students will demonstrate their knowledge and understanding of the honors material.  Honors projects will count 20% of the final grade. 

All students are expected to complete work on time.  Late work will be deducted at 20 points per day that it is late.  Make up work due to excused absences will not be penalized if it is completed within 3 days from the date the student returns (exceptions may be granted for prolonged absences of more than 3 days).
