· What to do when…

If you miss a test or quiz, see me before you leave class to arrange a make-up date.

4.  Bringing Supplies -  there are certain supplies that each student must have for class each day:  a pencil, red pen, graph paper, protractor, text book, notebook paper, and their homework assignments in a three ring binder.  There is no reason to not have these things each and every day!  Additional Supplies include either a graphing calculator or you may bring 4 AAA batteries to get to use the classroom set of calculators.  You will also need to bring _one box of Kleenex.

5.  You need to go to the bathroom – Ask permission when lecture is complete, have me sign your card, and return to class promptly.  If this privilege is abused, the procedure may change.  You only have __ opportunities for the semester, so use them wisely.
