1- A big shining star appeared in the east (Mat 2:2)

2- A multitude of the heavenly hosts appeared to the shepherds, praising and
saying "Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace among men with
whom Heis pleased” (Luke 1:13-14)

3- Herod the king was troubled and all Jerusalem was shaken with him
(Mat2:3)

Now, whenever The Christ is born in anyone of us, the same things
happen. So, if you accept His birth and formation in you, what wonderful
and amazing wonders He will do with you..

1- An illuminating source of guidance will shine in your life, and He will
lead you to the direct contact with Him step by step as the star led the
magi to the place where Jesus was born (Mat 2:9), and you will
experience the exceedingly great joy which the magi rejoiced with when
they came to the place where He was and met Him face to face.

2- You will find that a heavenly joy is filling your life and your heart and
soul will be filled with holy praises and hymns because you will be very
likely to the heavens as wherever The Christ dwells, He converts the
place to a heaven as " Heis light, living in light and the angels of light
praise Him " ( the psali of Monday from the Holy Psalmody ) ...... All
darkness will vanish at His presence, and a perfect inner self peace shall
be introduced instead ....... , because He is coming for the people who
are sitting in darkness to see a great light, and to those who are sitting in
the land and shadow of death to dawn alight upon them (Isaiah 9:2)

3- Herod who represents the earthly king and the authority of evil in your
life will be troubled and shaken because introducing The Christ to your
life means an end to Herod's kingdom as no kings dare to stand in the
presence of The King of kings ..... Thisking is coming to liberate us and
release al the bonds of sin in our life and set our creation free from its
slavery to corruption into the freedom of the glory of the children of God
(Rom821) ...... ,and His kind voice will keep whispering in our ears
saying " Keep standing firm in the freedom that | granted you and do not
be subject again to ayoke of davery " (Galat. 5:1).
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
