1.

I. What Is Murder?

A. Some say that “Killing another person” constitutes murder.



1. They will refer to Ex 20:13




Exodus 20:13 Thou shalt not kill. 


2. They argue then that if we execute a person this constitutes murder.


B. However, “Murder” involves more than the idea of simply taking another’s life.

Genesis 9:6 Whoso sheddeth man’s blood, by man shall his blood be shed: for in the image of God made he man.

A. 
Biblically Speaking

1. Life is both “Eternal” & “Physical”

2. 
Genesis 2:7 And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.

Ecclesiastes 12:7 Then shall the dust return to the earth as it was: and the spirit shall return unto God who gave it. 



4. 
In Mt 25 the judgment scene is described.




The righteous will enter into “life eternal”




The unrighteous will be cast away into “everlasting punishment”


B. Biologically

According to Hickman, Roberts, and Larson (1997), any living organism will meet the following seven basic properties of life: 

1) 
Chemical uniqueness. Living systems demonstrate a unique and complex molecular organization. 

2) 
Complexity and hierarchical organization. Living systems demonstrate a unique and complex hierarchical organization. 

3) 
Reproduction. Living systems can reproduce themselves. 

4) 
Possession of a genetic program. A genetic program provides fidelity of inheritance. 

5) 
Metabolism. Living organisms maintain themselves by obtaining nutrients from their environments. 

6) 
Development. All organisms pass through a characteristic life cycle. 

7) 
Environmental reaction. All animals interact with their environment.



The Human Fertilized Egg exhibits all of these characteristics.

Psalm 139:13-16 For thou hast possessed my reins: thou hast covered me in my mother’s womb. 14 I will praise thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made: marvellous are thy works; and that my soul knoweth right well.  15 My substance was not hid from thee, when I was made in secret, and curiously wrought in the lowest parts of the earth.  16 Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being unperfect; and in thy book all my members were written, which in continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was none of them.   

2 Kings 19:3 And they said unto him, Thus saith Hezekiah, This day is a day of trouble, and of rebuke, and blasphemy: for the children are come to the birth, and there is not strength to bring forth.  

Jeremiah 1:5 Before I formed thee in the belly I knew thee; and before thou camest forth out of the womb I sanctified thee, and I ordained thee a prophet unto the nations.

The New Testament speaks (Greek for babe, Brephos, used in all these scriptures)

Luke 1:41,44 And it came to pass, that, when Elisabeth heard the salutation of Mary, the babe leaped in her womb; and Elisabeth was filled with the Holy Ghost:

 44 For, lo, as soon as the voice of thy salutation sounded in mine ears, the babe leaped in my womb for joy. 

Luke 2:12,16 And this shall be a sign unto you; Ye shall find the babe wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying in a manger.      16 And they came with haste, and found Mary, and Joseph, and the babe lying in a manger. 
Luke 18:15 And they brought unto him also infants (brephos), that he would touch them: but when his disciples saw it, they rebuked them. 

Acts 7:19 The same dealt subtilly with our kindred, and evil entreated our fathers, so that they cast out their young children(brephos), to the end they might not live.
