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DON’T LOOK BACK

GEN. 19:12-26

Luke 17:32 Remember Lot's wife. (KJV)

I. A. Don’t look back to Sodom.

1. Sodom was a very wicked place.



a. Genesis 13:13 But the men of Sodom [were] wicked and 



sinners before the LORD exceedingly. (KJV)



b. Jude 7 Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about 


them in like manner, giving themselves over to 



fornication, and going after strange flesh, are set forth 


for an example, suffering the vengeance of eternal fire.


2. Sodom was destroyed for Sodomy



Genesis 19:24-25     Then the LORD rained upon Sodom and 


upon Gomorrah brimstone and fire from the LORD out 


of heaven; 25 And he overthrew those cities, and all the 


plain, and all the inhabitants of the cities, and that which 


grew upon the ground. (KJV)

   B. Look to Heaven.


1. No sin there - Revelation 21:4 And God shall wipe away all tears 

from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither 


sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the 

former things are passed away. (KJV)


2. God is the light - Revelation 21:23 And the city had no need of the 

sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it: for the glory of God did 

lighten it, and the Lamb [is] the light thereof. (KJV)

II. A. Don’t look back to The Law.


1. The Law had a purpose - to bring us unto Christ.



Galatians 3:24-25 Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster [to 

bring us] unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith. 25 But 

after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.


2. The Law was given unto Israel - Not to us.



Exodus 19:3-6 And Moses went up unto God, and the LORD 

called unto him out of the mountain, saying, Thus shalt thou say 

to the house of Jacob, and tell the children of Israel; 4 Ye have 

seen what I did unto the Egyptians, and [how] I bare you on 

eagles' wings, and brought you unto myself. 5 Now therefore, if 

ye will obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant, then ye 

shall be a peculiar treasure unto me above all people: for all the 

earth [is] mine: 6 And ye shall be unto me a kingdom of priests, 

and an holy nation. These [are] the words which thou shalt 


speak unto the children of Israel. (KJV)


3. The Law was taken out of the way.



Eph. 2:14 For he is our peace, who hath made both one, and 

hath broken down the middle wall of partition [between us];

   B. Look to the New Testament.


1. It is given to the world.



John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only 

begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not 


perish, but have everlasting life. (KJV)


2. It will forgive sins.



Matthew 26:28 For this is my blood of the new testament, 


which is shed for many for the remission of sins. (KJV)


3. It will take us to Heaven.



John 14:6 Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the 

life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. (KJV)

III. A. Don’t look back to the Thief on the Cross.


1. Some want to be saved like the thief.


2. We must understand that he lived under the OT.


3. Christ forgave him personally.



Luke 23:43 And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, To 

day shalt thou be with me in paradise. (KJV)


4. While on earth Christ forgave sins.



Mark 2:10-11 But that ye may know that the Son of man hath 

power on earth to forgive sins, (he saith to the sick of the palsy,) 

11 I say unto thee, Arise, and take up thy bed, and go thy way 

into thine house. (KJV)

   B. Look to God.

1. After Christ died, all must do his will or Testament.



Hebrews 9:16-17 For where a testament [is], there must also of 

necessity be the death of the testator. 17 For a testament [is] of 

force after men are dead: otherwise it is of no strength at all 

while the testator liveth. (KJV)


2. All are saved the same way today.



a. 2 Peter 3:9     The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, 


as some men count slackness; but is longsuffering to us-


ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all 


should come to repentance. (KJV)



b. Hebrews 5:9 And being made perfect, he became the author 


of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him; (KJV)

IV. A. Don’t look to John the Baptist.

1. John was the forrunner of Christ.



Matthew 17:10-13 And his disciples asked him, saying, Why 

then say the scribes that Elias must first come? 11 And Jesus 

answered and said unto them, Elias truly shall first come, and 

restore all things. 12 But I say unto you, That Elias is come 


already, and they knew him not, but have done unto him 


whatsoever they listed. Likewise shall also the Son of man 


suffer of them. 13 Then the disciples understood that he spake 

unto them of John the Baptist. (KJV)


2. John’s baptism was done away with.



Acts 19:3-5 And he said unto them, Unto what then were ye 

baptized? And they said, Unto John's baptism. 4 Then said Paul, 

John verily baptized with the baptism of repentance, saying 

unto the people, that they should believe on him which should 

come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus. 5 When they heard 


[this], they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. (KJV)

   B. Look to Christ.

1. His will is binding today.



Matthew 17:5 While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud 


overshadowed them: and behold a voice out of the cloud, which 

said, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased; hear 

ye him. (KJV)


2. He has the words of life.



John 6:66-68 From that [time] many of his disciples went back, 

and walked no more with him. 67 Then said Jesus unto the 


twelve, Will ye also go away? 68 Then Simon Peter answered 

him, Lord, to whom shall we go? thou hast the words of eternal 

life. (KJV)

V. A. Don’t look back to Parents.

1. We are to obey parents.



Ephesians 6:1     Children, obey your parents in the Lord: for 

this is right. (KJV)


2. We are to honor parents.



Ephesians 6:2 Honour thy father and mother; (which is the first 

commandment with promise;) (KJV)

    B. Look to the Bible.

1. Christ speaks today.



Hebrews 1:1-2     God, who at sundry times and in divers 


manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets, 2 

Hath in these last days spoken unto us by [his] Son, whom he 

hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the 

worlds; (KJV)


2. We will be judged by his words.




John 12:48 He that rejecteth me, and receiveth not my words, 

hath one that judgeth him: the word that I have spoken, the 


same shall judge him in the last day. (KJV)


3. His word shall not pass away.



Matthew 24:35 Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words 

shall not pass away. (KJV)


4. The apostles were given His word.



John 16:13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he 

will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; 

but whatsoever he shall hear, [that] shall he speak: and he will 

shew you things to come. (KJV)
