I. 
Throughout the OT there are prophecies concerning the coming Christ.

A. 
Genesis 3:15  And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel. 

B. 
Genesis 12:1-3Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father’s house, unto a land that I will shew thee: 2 And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing: 3 And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed. 

C. 
Isaiah 7:14 Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.  
II. 
In The NT we find the birth & life of Christ.

A. 
Matthew 1:18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise: When as his mother Mary was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Ghost. 
B. 
Luke 2:52 And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favour with God and man.  

C. 
1 Peter 2:21-22 For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that ye should follow his steps:  22 Who did no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth: 
III. 
And We Read of the Death of Christ upon the Cross, for our sins.

A. 
Matthew 26:28 For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins. 
B. 
John 19:30 When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It is finished: and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost. 

IV. These things are a matter of record.


A. 
Very few people dispute these facts as presented.


B. 
Even those who don’t have faith in Christ, know that he lived.


C. 
We know then, that Christ did come into the world.


D. 
The Questions, then, surround the “Second Coming” of Christ.

DISCUSSION:

I. 
The Second Coming of Christ 


(There are some facts given in Scripture that are very simple).


A. Christ IS coming again.



1. 
This should be as sure in our minds as the first coming of Christ.

2. 
John 14:1-3Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in me. 2 In my Father’s house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. 3 And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. 
3.
If we believe in God, we cannot deny this fact.

4. 
Hebrews 9:28 So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation. 


B. 
There is a question of When Christ is coming back.



1. 
Example:




a. In 1831, William Miller began preaching on the second coming of Christ




b. From the book of Daniel, he figured out that Christ would come again





between March 21, 1843 & March 21, 1844.




c. It just so happened that in 1843 there were unusual signs and wonders.





A great meteor shower, which lasted some 6hrs.





There were earthquakes in India, Mexico, England and the West Indies.




d. He went throughout the country telling people of his discovery.




e. People began following him and expecting the second coming of Christ.




f. However, March 21, 1844 came and went and nothing happened.




g. He then examined his figures and found he had made a mistake.




h. He had missed the date by 7 months.




i. He informed everyone that Christ would surely come on Oct 22, 1844




j. The day approached and people became more enthralled.




k. Fear, panic, excitement, and enthusiasm steadily increased.




l. Some committed suicide.

m. 
Hundreds left all they had, dressed in white robes, and headed for the hilltops.




n. The night came, then midnight and then finally the dawning of day.




o. And nothing had happened.



2. So it is with those who try to predict when the Lord will return.



3. The truth is, we don’t know when Christ is coming back.

4. 
Mark 13:32 But of that day and that hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels which are in heaven, neither the Son, but the Father. 
5. 
Mark 13:33-37 Take ye heed, watch and pray: for ye know not when the time is. 34 For the Son of man is as a man taking a far journey, who left his house, and gave authority to his servants, and to every man his work, and commanded the porter to watch. 35 Watch ye therefore: for ye know not when the master of the house cometh, at even, or at midnight, or at the cockcrowing, or in the morning: 36 Lest coming suddenly he find you sleeping. 37 And what I say unto you I say unto all, Watch. 


C. 
How will Christ come again?



1. 
Some advocate either:




a. When Christ comes, those who are not saved will not know it.




b. or, Christ is already come, he is among us, and we don’t know it.



2. 
However, the Bible paints a different picture.

3. 
Acts 1:9-11 And when he had spoken these things, while they beheld, he was taken up; and a cloud received him out of their sight. 10 And while they looked stedfastly toward heaven as he went up,  behold, two men stood by them in white apparel; 11 Which also said, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up into heaven? this same Jesus, which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen him go into heaven. 
4. 
Revelation 1:7 Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see him, and they also which pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth shall wail because of him. Even so, Amen. 
5. 
Everyone, who is living at the time, will know that Jesus is come.


D. 
There Will Be a Resurrection.

1. 
1 Corinthians 15:12-19 Now if Christ be preached that he rose from the dead, how say some among you that there is no resurrection of the dead? 13 But if there be no resurrection of the dead, then is Christ not risen: 14 And if Christ be not risen, then is our preaching vain, and your faith is also vain. 15 Yea, and we are found false witnesses of God; because we have testified of God that he raised up Christ: whom he raised not up, if so be that the dead rise not. 16 For if the dead rise not, then is not Christ raised: 17 And if Christ be not raised, your faith is vain; ye are yet in your sins. 18 Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ are perished. 19 If in this life only we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most miserable. 
2. 
Jesus proved himself to be resurrected when he appeared to the Apostles.


Luke 24:39 Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have. 

E. 
When the Lord comes again, the World Will Be Destroyed.


2 Pet 3:3-10


F. 
We will stand in Judgment after the Lord comes again.

Acts 17:31 Because he hath appointed a day, in the which he will judge the world in righteousness by that man whom he hath ordained; whereof he hath given assurance unto all men, in that he hath raised him from the dead.  

II. What About Pre-Millennialism?


A. 
The General concept of the idea



1. 
Know this, there are many different variations on the same subject.



2. 
We are going to deal with the “General” idea of Pre-Millennialism.




a. 
Christ came to earth to establish his Kingdom.




b. 
The Jews rejected him, so he established his church instead.




c.
At some future time there will be a resurrection of the “Just/Saved”




d. 
At that time, the rapture will take place.




e. 
Then there will be seven years of “Tribulation”

f.
After that, the Lord will come back to earth, establish his Kingdom and reign on earth for 1000 years in Jerusalem.

g.
At the end of the 1000 years, the second resurrection will take place.

h. 
And there will be the judgment.



3. 
There is only one problem with this idea – It’s Not In The Bible.


B. 
How do we deal with this problem?



1. 
The major mistake Pre-Mellennialists make is their method of interpretation.



2. 
We need to learn and stick with a very simply, yet so important point.



3. 
We need to allow Scripture to interpret itself, when it does.

4. 
We need to allow the Whole Bible speak, not just parts that are hard to understand.

5. 
We need to allow simple, plain, and easily understood passages interpret the harder to understand passages, not vise-versa.

6. 
Therefore, we need to look at some key passages that absolutely destroy the idea of Pre-millennialism.


C. 
The Kingdom Does Exist Today.



1. 
Our Lord came at the exact time that he needed to in order to set it up.

2.
Galatians 4:4 But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law, 
3. 
Matthew 4:17 From that time Jesus began to preach, and to say, Repent: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand. 
4.
Mark 9:1And he said unto them, Verily I say unto you, That there be some of them that stand here, which shall not taste of death, till they have seen the kingdom of God come with power. 
5. 
Colossians 1:13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son:  
6. 
The Church and Kingdom are the same thing

7. 
Matthew 16:18-19 And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.  19 And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven. 
8. 
If the kingdom exists today, and it does, then the doctrine of Pre-Millennialism is false, and it is.


D. 
There Will Be No 1000yr Reign of Christ On Earth.



1. 
Jehoiachin was the next to the last king of Judah.




a. 
AKA: Jeconiah, Jeconias, Coniah.

b. 
There is a prophecy concerning this man that forbids 1000yr reign of Christ on earth.

c.
Jeremiah 22:28-30 Is this man Coniah a despised broken idol? is he a vessel wherein is no pleasure? wherefore are they cast out, he and his seed, and are cast into a land which they know not? 29 O earth, earth, earth, hear the word of the LORD. 30 Thus saith the LORD, Write ye this man childless, a man that shall not prosper in his days: for no man of his seed shall prosper, sitting upon the throne of David, and ruling any more in Judah. 

d. 
However, Mt 1:11-12 identifies Christ as a descendant of Jeconias.



2. 
The Bible says Christ will not return To The Earth.




a. 
He will appear the second time, but not physically walking on earth.

b. 
1 Thessalonians 4:13-17 But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have no hope. 14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will God bring with him. 15 For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep.  16 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: 17 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.  

E. 
The Will Not Be two resurrections.

1. 
Pre-Mellenialists take figurative language from the book of Revelation and try to make it literal to show two resurrections.

2. 
However, there is one, very plain scripture that will lay this to rest forever.

3. 
John 5:28-29 Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves shall hear his voice, 29 And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation. 
CONCLUSSION:

There are a multitude of scriptures that Pre-Mellinialists try to use to prove their false doctrine.

II. 
There is no way, in a lesson, to study all of these different aspects.

However, with the plain scriptures given, it should be abundantly plain that there are major problems with their doctrine.
