LAB – TABLES - MICROGATE
Complete the following lab exercise and print out copies of your web page and source code.

1. “Microgate” Computers Inc. would like to have tables to display their list of “special” sale items along with tables of “new” products.  Make the tables as separate web pages from the index page.  Make sure to include graphics if they make sense.

2. Possible table content can include tables of software, hardware(to include computers, printers, scanners, fax etc.) and games.  Research the Internet for information on these items.  Must include the name of the product, description, stock number, quantity available, sale price, and regular price (6 columns) and 7(rows) of various items under each area (software, hardware, and games).  These tables should be on their own web page with appropriate headers on pages. Tables should include borders, colspan, rowspan, headers, width and height, color, appropriate to your site.

3. This lab should include a home page for Microgate Computer Inc. with appropriate graphics, fonts, lists(include an ordered and unordered list), horizontal rules, background color, links to the pages for your three tables, and three outside source links using an image map pertaining to your content. Navigation should be provided to make all transitions in your pages smooth and all pages should go back to the home page.

4. Provide a company address, telephone number, e-mail address, and a contact to receive more information on the products available.

5. Be consistent in your color scheme, font selection, graphics since this is your show place for your company. You must include a scanned picture of one of your products, along with a picture of your top sales person in your company (digital camera).  Include a short bibliography of this top sales person with a list of accomplishments on your home page.   

6. Print the web pages and source code for all pages on the laser printer.  Should have a minimum of 4 pages in this site.  Turn in the web page with the source code behind each web page.
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
