VIDEO STORE

You’ve recently opened your own video store, Film Clips, and you’ve decided to design an in-store information system that uses xhtml.  With this system, customers can learn more about the movies in the store.  Film Clips specializes in your favorite kind of movies –horror, action, comedies, recent blockbusters-whatever you like. Be creative and consistent in your design of your store’s web page.

To complete this lab:

· Web site should be a minimum of 4 pages.

· Create a folder named Video Store to save your files for this project.

· Open Notepad and save this web page as FilmClips.htm in your Video Store folder.

· Use an appropriate background or background color of your choice.

· Include the properties text, link, vlink, alink in the body tag.

· Include a list (ordered or unordered) of the TYPES of movies available in your store page.(minimum of three)

· Include a list (ordered or unordered) of some of the movies featured under the types of movies, along with the stars of the movies. 

· Add text enhancements (physical styles) where appropriate to add impact to the page along with font colors. Include bold, italics and underline.

· Include a minimum of three graphics aligned left, right and center on your web page including the alt property.

· Include at least three hyperlinks to other movie sources on the Internet. One hyperlink must be a graphic.

· Image Map of 3 outside sources.

· Add horizontal rules, line breaks, paragraphs and text formatting where appropriate.  

· Use different size headers to include sizes h1 through h4.

· Include a minimum of two comments on your web page. <! - - comment - - >
· Use at least two different font faces, size and color in your web page. Example <font face=”Impact” color=”00ff00” size=”+2”>TEXT</font> Research the Internet for other FONT FACES in XHTML.

· Anchors from bottom to top of each page. Pages must be linked to each other.
· Email link.
