The   Prophet   (pbuh)   said:   "God   Almighty   hath  
sent   unto   the   world   no   Messenger  who   did   not  
warn   his   people   about   the   appearance   of   the  
Antichrist   .   I   am   the   last   in   the   l ine   of   Prophets  
and  you   (O  Muslims!)    are   the   last   community  of  
believers.   Without   doubt   then,   the     Antichrist    
shall  appear  from  amongst  you"  (Ibn  Majah)  
Note:  
 (elsewhere  the  Holy  Prophet  PBUH  told  us  that  the 
Antichrist will manifest between  Syria  and  Iraq  but will 
first publically  rise  from  Isfahaan which  is a  large city  in 
modern Iran ‐ see Antichrist )  
 
 

Hadith No. 2 

Allah's   Messenger   PBUH   said   "How   will   you   be  
when   the   son   of   Mary   (i.e.   Jesus)   descends  
amongst  you  and  he  will   judge  people  by  the  Law  
of   the   Quran   and   not   by   the   law   of   Gospel. .. . ...  
(Bukhari Volume 4, Book 55, Number 658)

Hadith No. 3 

Narrated   Abu   Hurayrah:   Hanzalah   al‐Aslami  
reported:  I  heard  Abu  Hurayrah  (Allah  be  pleased  
with   him)   as   narrating   from   Allah's   Apostle  
(peace  be  upon  him)  who   said:  By  Him   in  Whose  
Hand   is  my     ife,   Ibn  Maryam   (Jesus  Christ)  would  
certainly   pronounce   Talbiyah   for   Hajj   or   for  
Umrah  or   for  both   (simultaneously  as  a  Qarin)   in  
the   valley   of   Rawha.  (Sahih Muslim Book 7, Number 
2877)

Rasuwl'ullah   said:   "My   hope   if   my   age   is  
prolonged,   is   to  meet   Jesus,   Son   of  Mary,   but   if  
death   hurries   me   along,   then   let   the   one   who  
meets  him  give  him  my  kind  regards."   (Ibid, Hadith 
No. 604)

Notice  that  this  implies  that  the  same  real  Jesus  will 
return! 
 

Hadith No. 5 

The   Holy   Prophet   (peace   and   blessings   of   Allah  
be   upon   him)   said:   "Allah   will   send   no   Apostle  
after   me,   but   only   Mubashshirat.   It   was   said:  
what   is   meant   by   al‐Mubashshirat.   He   said   :  
Good   vision   or   pious   vision".   (Musnad  Ahmad, 
Marwiyat Abu Tufail, Nasa'i, Abu Dawud)  
(In other words there is no possibility of Divine revelation 
in future. At the most if some one receives an inspiration 
from Allah he will receive it in the form of "pious dream."  
  

Hadith No. 6 

"O  People,  NO  PROPHET  OR  APOSTLE  WILL  COME  
AFTER   ME   AND   NO   NEW   FAITH   WILL   BE   BORN.  
Reason well, therefore, O People, and understand words 
which  I  convey  to  you".  ..this  is  a  quote  from  the 
prophet's  Last  sermon delivered  infront of  thousands of 
companions and recorded by the scholars.

Hadith No. 7 

Abu   Huraira   observed   that   the   Prophet   (PBUH)  
said:   "In   the   latter   Days   there   will   come   forth  
men   who   will   deceive   the   world   by   religion,  
clothed   before   men   in   sheepskin   because   of  
gentleness   (please   read   same   thing   Jesus   said   in  
the   section   on   Christianity's   Answer),   their  
tonggues   sweeter   than   sugar,   and   their   hearts  
the  hearts  of  wolves."  (Tirmidhi)  
  

Hadith No. 8 

Abu   Hurairah   observed   that   the   Prophet   (PBUH)  
said:  "   In   the   latter  days  there  will  be   imposters,  
l iars,   who   will   come   to   you   with   stories   which  
you   have   never   heard,   neither   you   nor   your  
forefathers.   Beware   then,   beware   !!   Let   them  
NOT   lead   you   astray,   nor   let   them   put   you   into  
trouble"  (Muslim) 
  

Hadith No. 9 

Thauban   reports:   "The   Holy   Prophet   (PBUH)  
observed:   And   there   will   arise   Thirty   imposters  
in   my   Ummah   and   each   one   of   them   will  
pronounce   to   the  world   that  he   is  a  prophet,  but  
I   am   the   last   in   the   line   of   the   Prophets   of   God  
and   no   messenger   will   come   after   me."   (Abu 
Dawud, Kitab‐ul‐Fitan) 
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Hadith No. 10 

Hadrat   Abu   Huraira   reports   that   the   Apostle  
(PBUH)   of   Allah   affirmed:   "No   Prophet   shall  
come   during   the   period   between   me   and   Jesus  
(PBUH).   And   Jesus   shall   descend.   Recognize   him  
when  you  see  him;  he   is  a  man  of  medium  height  
and   of   a   rudy,   fair   complexion.   He   will   be  
dressed   in   two   pieces   of   yellow   garment.   The  
hair   of   his   head   will   appear   as   if   water   is  
trickling   out   of   them,   though   his   hair  would   not  
be  wet.   He  will   fight   for   the   cause   of   Islam.   He  
will  break  the  Cross   (Christianity)   into  pieces.  He  
will  slay  the  swine.  He  will  abolish  the  Jizya  (tax)  
on  non‐believers.   In  his  time  God  will  put  an  end  
to   all   other   faiths   except   the   religion   of   Islam  
.And   Christ   will   kill   Dajjal   (antichrist).   He   will  
l ive  on   this  earth   for  a  period  of   forty   years  and  
at   the   end   of   this   period   he  will   pass   away.   The  
Muslims   will   offer   the   funeral   prayers   of   Christ  
(PBUH).

Hadith No. 11 

The Prophecy of Jesus 
  
‐"Ibn  Mas'ood  reported  that  the  Prophet  (S)  said,  
"On   the  night  of   the   Israa'   (night   journey),   I  met  
my   father   Abraham,  Moses   and   Jesus,   and   they  
discussed  the  Hour.  The  matter  was  referred  first  
to   Abraham,   then   to   Moses,   and   both   said,   'I  
have  no  knowledge  of   it'.  Then   it  was  referred  to  
Jesus,  who   said,   'No   one   knows   about   its   timing  
except  Allah;  what  my  Lord   told  me  was   that   the  
Dajjaal   (AntiChrist)       will   appear,   and   when   he  
sees  me  he  will  begin  to  melt   like   lead.  Allah  will  
destroy   him  when   he   sees  me.   The  Muslims  will  
fight   against   the   Kaafirs   (non‐believers)   ,   and  
even   the   trees   and   rocks   will   say,   "O   Muslim,  
there   is   a   Kaafir   (non‐believer)       hiding   beneath  
me   ‐  come   and   kill   him!"   Allah  will   destroy   the  
Kaafirs   (non‐believers)   ,   and   the   people   will  
return   to   their   lands.   Then   Gog   and  Magog   will  
appear   from   all   directions,   eating   and   drinking  
everything   they   found.   The  people  will   complain  
to  me,  so   I  will  pray   to  Allah  and  He  will  destroy  
them,   so   that   the   earth  will   be   fil led  with   their  
stench.  Allah  will  send  rain  which  will  wash  their  
bodies   into   the   sea.   My   Lord   has   told   me   that  
when   that   happens,   the   HOUR   WILL   BE   VERY  
CLOSE,   LIKE   A   PREGNANT  WOMAN  WHOSE   TIME 
IS  DUE,  BUT  HER  FAMILY  DO  NOT  KNOW  EXACTLY  
WHEN   SHE  WILL  DELIVER."   (Ahmad, Musnad, 1/375.

Hadith No. 12 

The Last Brick 
  
The   Prophet   of   God   (PBUH)   affirmed:   "My  
position   in   relation   to   the   prophets   who   came  
before   me   can   be   explained   by   the   following  
example:  A  man   erected   a   building  and   adorned  
this   edifice   with   great   beauty,   but   he   left   an  
empty   niche,   in   the   corner  where   just   one   brick  
was  missing.   People   looked   around   the   building  
and  marvelled  at   its  beauty,  but  wondered  why  a  
brick  was  missing  from  that  niche?   I  am   like  unto  
that   one  missing   brick   and   I   am   the   last   in   the  
l ine   of   the   Prophets."   (Bukhari,  Kitab‐ul‐Manaqib). 
This Hadith has also been related in Muslim, Tirmizi, and 
Musnad of Ahmad.  
  

Hadith No. 13 

Line of Prophethood Terminated 
  
The   Holy   Prophet   (PBUH)   observed:   "God   has  
bestowed   upon   me   six   favors   which   the   former  
Prophets  did  not  enjoy:   (1)   I  have  been  endowed  
with   the   gift   of   pithy   and   perfect   speech.   (2)   I  
was   granted   victory   owing   to   my   awe.   (3)   The  
spoils  of  war  were  made   lawful  unto  me.   (4)  The  
whole  earth  has  been  made   the  place  of  worship  
for   me   and   it   has   become   the   means   of  
purification  for   me   also.   In   other   words   in   my  
religion,   offering   of   prayers   is   not   confined   to  
certain   specified   places   of   worship.   Prayers   can  
be   offered   at   any   place   over   the   earth.   And   in  
case   water   is   not   available   it   is   lawful   for   my  
people   to   perform   ablutions   with  
earth(Tayammum)   and   to   cleanse   themselves  
with   the   soil   if  water   for   bathing   is   scarce.   (5)   I  
have   been   sent   by   Allah   to   carry   His   Divine  
message   to   the  whole  world.   (6)  And   the   l ine   of  
prophets  has  come  to   its  final  end   in  me.  (Muslim, 
Tirmidhi, Ibn Majah)  
  

Hadith No. 14 

Address to Hazrat Ali 
  
The   Holy   Prophet   (PBUH)   told   Hadrat   'Ali,   "You  
are   related   to   me   as   Aaron   was   related   to  
Moses(peace   be   upon   him).   But   no   Apostle   will  
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come  after  me."  (Bukhari and Muslim, Kitab Fada'il as‐
Sahaba)  
  

Hadith No. 15 

Difference With Tribe of Israel 
  
The  Holy  Prophet   (PBUH)  observed:  "The   tribe  of  
Israel   was   guided   by   prophets.  When   a   prophet  
passed   away,   another   prophejt   succeeded   him.  
But   no   prophet  will   come   after  me;   only   caliphs  
will  succeed  me."  (Bukhari, Kitab‐ul‐Manaqib).  
  
  

Hadith No. 16 

No Prophet or Messenger After Me 
  
The  Prophet  of  Allah  (PBUH)  affirmed:  "The  chain  
of  Messengers  and  Prophets  has  come   to  an  end.  
There   shall   be   no   Messenger   nor   Prophet   after  
me."   
(Tirmidhi,  Kitab‐ur‐Rouya  Babu  Zahab‐un‐  Nubuwwa, 
Musnad Ahmad, Marwiyat‐Anas bin Malik)  
  

Hadith No. 17 

Last Prophet: Last Ummah 
  
Abu   Hurairah   (RA)   said,   I   heard   the   Prophet  
(SAW)   saying,   "We  are   the   last   (ummah)  but  will  
precede   all   on   the   Day   of   Resurrection   except  
that   the   Book   was   given   to   them   before   us".  
(Bukhari and Muslim) 
  

Hadith No. 18 

I Am Hashir, I am Aaqib, I am Muqaffi 
  
The   Holy   Prophet   (PBUH)   observed:   "I   am  
Muhammad,   I   am   Ahmad,   I   am   the   effacer   and  
infidelity   shall   be   erased   through   me;   I   am   the  
assembler.   People   shall   be   assembled   on  
Doomsday   after  my   time.   (In   other  words   Doom  
is   my   only   successor.)   And   I   am   the   last   in   the  
sense   that  no  prophet  shall  succeed  me."  (Bukhari 
and Muslim, Kitab‐ul‐Fada'il, Bab: Asmaun‐Nabi; Tirmidhi, 
Kitab‐ul‐  Adab,  Bab:  Asma‐un‐Nabi;  Muatta',  Kitab‐u‐
Asma in‐Nabi, Al‐ Mustadrak Hakim, Kitab‐ut‐Tarikh, Bab:
