Riding: a member of House of Commons representing 100000 people in an area in Parliament

House of Commons: the lower house of Parliament of Canada

Senate: The upper legislative house in Canada

Cabinet: 30 members of parliament with portfolios

Executive Branch: the branch that carry out laws

Legislative Branch: the branch that create and pass laws

Judicial Branch: the branch that are in charge of justice in Canada; judge, jury, police, etc

Caucus: a private meeting for a group of people belonging in the same political party to discuss leadership and policy

Parliament: a national body represent having legislative powers, made up of House of Commons and the Senates

Bill: a document, which becomes a law by the legislative process

Statute: bill when it becomes law

Majority: The group that is more than half of the entire group

Minority: A group that doesn’t from a majority in the total population of groups

Order in Council: the cabinet passing rules that have the power of law

Rule of Law: everyone is equal under the law

Common Law: New laws made up from the cases before

Civil Law: Quebec Law
