Police have the right to search the accused upon arrest for evidence relating to the charge, or locate any item that may assist the accused to escape custody or cause violence.

Right to take the accused to police station for more thorough search (strip and skin-frisk or body cavity or probe, but must be justified and done by an officer of the same gender as the accused. Also can fingerprint and photograph the accused if the offence charged is indictable.

Accused does not have to participate in a line-up, show-up or polygraph test, or blood sample, urine, or breath (except impaired driving)

Police need a search warrant (legal document issued by the court) to search residence of the accused to find evidence

· Officer must swear that an offence has been committed, reasonable grounds to believe that evidence of illegal activity and outlines the grounds to court

Telewarrants can be obtained by telephone or fax. Allows warrant to be obtained quickly

Warrants can only be used on the date and between 6:00am to 9:00pm unless otherwise stated

Liable for any excessive force to do the search, if the document is not corrent, entrance can be refused

Exceptions, Narcotic Control Act, can be searched without a warrant if there is a reasonable belief that the building contains illegal drugs, only should be done when impracticable to obtain a search warrant, to search a residence, a search warrant must be obtained.

Automobile can be searched without a warrant if it is believe to contain illegal liquor

Also any place except a dwelling can be searched without a warrant for illegal weapons
