The Charter of Rights was applied with section 2(a), the parents had the right to raise their child under their religion regarding their child’s health issues. 

Using the section 2(a) of Charter of Rights, freedom of conscience and religion. It lead to another problem. Refusing to help their child who is dying violates section 2(a). But it was justified on section 1. Section 2(a) of the Charter does not include the rights to force a child that threaten his health. So there was no violation of freedom of religion.

R. v. Keegstra

Using the Charter, section 2(b), freedom of thoughts and belief

McLachlin J. in Young, supra

“religious expression and comment of a parent which is found to violate the best interests of a child will often do so because it poses a risk of harm to the child. If so, it is clear that the guarantee of religious freedom can offer no protection.”
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
