Short explanation of why the electorate are bludging wankers
The two “major” parties will spend most of this campaign addressing “undecided” voters, especially “swinging” voters in marginal electorates. Why are we so blind …?
I am concerned that we may be allowing the level of civilisation to fall  – civilisation as measured “in real terms” like what it feels like to be alive, the sort of civil society we live in, the quality of lifestyle, the trust of citizens in their institutions, the confidence of all in their own personal and our collective futures.  

We no longer accept shame –  and we are forcing our politicians to behave shamelessly 

– because we demand the right to behave shamelessly ourselves - we, as individuals, do not want to accept responsibility for the world (the “Matrix”) that we simultaneously inhabit and create.

rabbits at the bottom of someone else’s garden,
