Groom Team Canada Sanctioned
Competition is open to all professional
pet stylsts.  Groomers may enter Terriers,
Sporting, Non-Sporting, Bichon/Poodle, or 
Novice Categories.All dogs must show a min. 
of six weeks of growth, grooming must 
show a significant change in appearance, 
they must be mat free, brushed out, 
shampooed & dried, ears plucked, cleaned,
nails clipped, pads done, and sanitary
clip preformed prior to entering the 
ring.  Some exceptions apply (i.e. Hand
stripped Terriers).  Stylists may enter 
into Advanced, Intermediate, or Novice 
classes.  They may not enter more than
one. 
  
The Shop Challenge  is open to all 
professional pet styling shops.  This 
entry is to be under your shop name 
and may be groomed by one or more 
stylists who would be eligible for entry 
level, intermediate divisions or Open 
Competitors/Division A, who have not 
won three 1st places, Best in Show, or 
Best All Around Stylist in regular classes.  
Any mixed breed or purebred dog may be 
used. Entry is to be pre-groomed, but 
may not be from any other competition 
in this show.  Limited to one entry per 
shop. 

The Creative Style Competition  is open to any 
purebred or mixed breed dog or cat.  The judging 
will emphasize quality and creativity and will be 
judged in two parts. 
1) Dogs are to be PRE-GROOMED. Judges will 
judge the entry on grooming quality and style 
without decoration.
2) Contestants will be given 20 minutes to prepare 
their entry for presentation. The entry will then be 
judged on Creativity. To ensure creativity, any 
style which has previously placed 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 
in any  creative competition will not be judged 
favorably.

Competitors also have a chance to win Best in 
Show and Best All Around Groomer.  The Creative 
competition and shop challenge will not count 
towards these categories.
