Have you ever thought about just how 
amazing  it  is  that  we  even  can 
comprehend,  observe,  and  enjoy  the 
world around us!  What a gift!  What an 
amazing privilege.

The  truth  is,  that  in 
Jesus  Christ,  everything  in  our  lives 
can be made new2,  and we have an 
awesome  future  to  look  forward  to, 
praise God!  And it can start right now 
for each one of us!

4.  God  is  so  good  because  He  is 
totally in control of everything that 
is  happening in our world,  and He 
invites us to trust Him with all of our 
troubles and burdens.

“The LORD is good, a refuge in 
times of trouble.

Isn't that great!   God wants to handle 
all our problems for us; He wants us to 
call out to Him for help, and hand over 
to  Him  all  our  burdens,  because  He 
loves us and wants us to experience a 
carefree life as we obey Him!  It's that 
simple, and as a result, life can be so 
joyful.

Who ever said we need to worry about 
anything?   Certainly  not  God!   He 
wants  us  to  give  everything  into  His 
hands  and  enjoy  the  pathway He  is 
unfolding before us.   The Bible says:

My Answer
Q.  Dear Chaplain, how do you know 
that God is really there if I can't see 
Him or touch Him?

A.  Let me first  say that I  agree with 
you that  you can't  see or touch God. 
God is  spirit,  and the Bible says that 
no-one has ever seen God1.  Knowing 
that  God is  there  is  a  spiritual  thing. 
You must go beyond your five physical 
senses, but not bypass them.

So, how do I know that God is there?

First,  the  pull  in  my  heart.   When 
people speak and preach about God, I 
feel  the  truth  of  Him  in  my  heart  - 
something  resonates  within  me  and 
draws me to want to communicate with 
Him.  There are times when I look at 
the stars,  the oceans,  the mountains, 
and a deep desire also wells within me 
to say 'Wow' and to say 'Thank you' to 
Someone, to praise Someone.  It is as 
if creation itself is also speaking to me 
to draw forth praise from within me.

Second,  when  I  do  talk  to  God,  this 
'Someone',  and  praise  Him  and  give 
Him  thanks,  and  address  Him  as 
'Heavenly Father',  a  great  peace and 
joy fills my soul, and somehow I know 
deep  down  that  I  really  am 
communicating  with  Someone who is 
there, and that I am not just talking into 
thin air.

Third,  when  I  read  the  Bible,  whose 
every word is supposed to be inspired 
by God2, I actually feel the truth of the 
words when I am 'really listening'.  The 
words  encourage  me,  convict  me, 
challenge  me.   There  is  something 
about the Bible which just really speaks 
into my soul.  It really is like food for my 
soul.

Fourth,  when  I  study  the  Bible,  it 
makes  sense.   It  is  logical.   The 
account  in  the Bible makes  sense to 
my mind of how the world really is and 
what I experience.  I have discovered 
that  the  Bible's  message  is  true  to 
reality  in  every  respect:  history, 
geography,  cosmology,  psychology, 
morality  -  everything.   The  Bible 
explains  all  my longings  and desires, 
and helps me understand all that I am 
going  through.   For  example,  I 
mentioned in the first point above that I 
felt creation 'speaks to me', and that is 
exactly  what  the  Bible  says:  "The 
heavens declare the glory of God … no 
speech or words are used … yet their 
message goes out to all the world and 
is heard to the ends of the earth."3

Fifthly,  when  I  do  what  the  Bible 
actually  tells  me  to  do,  everything  it 
promises  comes  true.   I  have 
experienced the forgiveness of my sins 
by confessing my sins and trusting in 
Jesus, as the Bible tells me to4.  I have 
experienced joy and peace by praising 
God  and  worshipping  Jesus,  just  as 
the Bible says I will5.  God is delivering 
on His promises!!

These five points bring me, personally, 
to  say  that  God  is  there.   I  cannot 
prove that God is there in the scientific 
sense (just like you cannot scientifically 
prove that love exists), but I believe He 
is, and I act upon it.  And this has given 
me life!
