Identify potential topic:

When:  1st year 

Concept paper:

When:  middle of 2nd year

Requirements:  


( should be 1-2 pages in length (typed)


( the concept paper should be submitted to Dr. Ndoboli

Concept presentation (to the Department of Community Practice):

When:  middle to end of 2nd year

Requirements:  


( the presentation is to be held at one of the weekly department meetings attended by all SHOs 


( if possible, the presentation should be done on power point

Other Notes:


( the purpose of this presentation is to get feedback from SHOs and staff

Assignment of Supervisors:

( Dr. Ndoboli asks differently staff members at Makerere + Mulago to be supervisors

( each SHO must have two ?????? advisors (one from the Department of Community Practice, and one from outside the department)

( there are no written rules on whether supervisors should be assigned before OR after the SHO does their proposal presentation

Write and present a “Proposal Presentation” to the Department of Community Practice:

When:  middle to end of 2nd year

If the “proposal presentation” is not acceptable, then the SHO must improve the “proposal presentation” and resubmit it to the Department of Community Practice.

When:  end of 2nd year or start of 3rd year

Requirements:
