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Suggested steps to follow in order to be appointed as a Visiting Lecturer at Makerere University

In 2003, I was fortunate enough to serve as a Visiting Lecturer in the Department of Community Practice at Makerere University.  The following are the steps that I took in order to get this appointment from Makerere University.  

I am making this document available with the hopes that it will help the process go more quickly and efficiently if the Department of Community Practice identifies more doctors who are qualified and motivated to join the department as visiting lecturers.

1.  The NGO who was sponsoring my position at Makerere communicated with BOTH the dean of the medical school, and the Department of Community Practice.  All three of these parties expressed interest in having me join the Department of Community Practice as a Visiting Lecturer.  
2.  On the request of the medical school dean, I sent the dean an application that contained the following 3 things:

1.  a general letter of introduction:



- this letter describes who I am, and what position I was applying for



- the letter was addressed to the Vice Chancellor of Makerere University



- if you would like to see this letter in order to use it as template in your application to be a visiting lecture,

2.  curriculum vitae 


3.  photocopy of all relevant licenses (e.g. medical license, medical board certifications)

3.  After receiving my application, the medical school dean presented it to the appropriate committee at Makerere University (I think it was either the Faculty Board or the Appointments Board).

4.  After my application was approved, the dean sent me an appointment letter from the Acting Secretary to Council, which offered me a position as a Visiting Lecturer for a period of two years.  I signed the letter to indicate that I accepted the appointment, and returned it to the dean’s office, who then forwarded the letter to the Acting Secretary to Council.

Notes:

The process to get approved as a Visiting Lecturer only took about 1 month, but there is a chance that it happened quicker than most appointments because the position that I was applying for did not carry a salary from Makerere.
The above process was followed in order to get a university appointment.  However, in order to manage patients in Uganda, it is necessary to get BOTH of the following from the Uganda Medical and Dental Practitioners Council:


1.  Temporary Medical Registration


2.  Annual Practicing License (which requires 50 hours per year of CME)
