X. Class Attendance Policy
To enhance the learning atmosphere of the classroom, students are expected to dress and behave in a fashion conducive to learning in the classroom. More specifically, students will refrain from disruptive classroom behavior (i. e., talking to classmates, disrespectful responses to teacher instructions; swearing; wearing clothes that impede academic learning such as but not limited to, wearing body-revealing clothing and excessively baggy pants; hats/caps, and/or headdress. Students who exhibit the behaviors described above, or similar behaviors will be immediately dismissed from class at the third documented offense. The student will be readmitted to class only following a decision by the department chair. The student may appeal the decision of the department chair to the Dean of the College offering the course, and, subsequently, to the Office of the Vice President for Academic Affairs, and then to the President of Shaw University. The decision of the President will be final. Failure to follow the procedures herein outlined will result in termination of the appeal, and revert to the decision of the department chair. Each behavior construed by the teacher/professor as noncontributive to learning will be recorded, properly documented, and appropriately reported to the student and to the chair of the academic department offering the course. The report will be in written form with a copy provided to both the student and the department chair. The faculty member should retain a copy for his/her own records.  Additional student behavior codes may be found in Student Affairs.

Students are expected to attend all classes and not be absent without adequate cause. Students are only allowed three unexcused absences. On the 4th unexcused absence, student’s total grade will be reduced 10 points, and so on. Also, please try to come on time and don't leave early. Makeup exams and late assignments will only be allowed for excused absences. It is the responsibility of students to makeup exams and other assignments, due to excused absence, within 1 week. Excused absences will be provided in case of: serious illness, death in the immediate family, participation in required school activities, emergency situations as determined by the Department Chairperson, the Vice President for Student Affairs or the University Nurse. In all of the above cases, proper documentation must be presented. Proper documentation includes a written statement from the appropriate healthcare official(s), funeral director, agency representative, etc. All requests for excused absences must be in the offices of the Vice President for Student Affairs, the University Nurses and/or the Department Chairperson within 48 hours of the occasion necessitating the excuse.
