XI. Class Attendance Policy

To enhance the learning atmosphere of the classroom, students are expected to dress and behave in a fashion conducive to learning in the classroom. The decision of the President will be final. Failure to follow the procedures herein outlined will result in termination of the appeal, and revert to the decision of the department chair. Each behavior construed by the teacher/professor as noncontributive to learning will be recorded, properly documented, and appropriately reported to the student and to the chair of the academic department offering the course. The report will be in written form with a copy provided to both the student and the department chair. The faculty member should retain a copy for his/her own records.  Additional student behavior codes may be found in Student Affairs.

Students are expected to attend all classes and not be absent without adequate cause. Students are only allowed three unexcused absences. Also, please try to come on time and don't leave early. Makeup exams and late assignments will only be allowed for excused absences. It is the responsibility of students to makeup exams and other assignments, due to excused absence, within 1 week.
