Concept V2 Breather Installation Instructions
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Install Instructions
Remove seat and fuel tank and set aside in a secure place.

Remove the two bolts holding the Chrome Air Filter Canister as shown in Figure 1 & 2. A 10mm socket with extension works well.
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Loosen the phillips screw on air filter canister clamp as shown in Figure~3. This clamp is located behind and just above the air filter canister. The air filter canister should now pull free of the bike.
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With the air filter canister free of the bike, loosen the clamp that retains the rubber carb intake boot as in Figure~4. Move to the left side of the bike. Note the plenum.

Loosen the clamp on the back of the carb as in Figure~5. This clamp retains the second rubber carb intake boot. The breather vent hose will still be attached to the backside of plenum at this point shown in Figure~6.
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Remove the breather vent hose from the plenum and pull the plenum clear of the bike
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Cap off the breather hose inlet on the plenum as shown with the supplied rubber cap.
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The engine breather vent housing is found on top of the rear cylinder as show in the Figure 8. below. Remove the stock hose as shown and attach the new, 5/16ths hose supplied in the kit. Don’t forget to re-secure the hose-retaining clip. 
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Re-install the plenum and route the new breather hose as shown in Figure~9. DO NOT PULL THE HOSE TIGHT! The hose must be routed in a manner that it retains its shape and full, inside diameter. Pulling the hose tightly or crushing it will result in a blocked, non-functioning crankcase breather.
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Re-install the plenum and tighten the clamps that secure the rubber intake boots to the back of carbs

Route the new breather vent hose through the frame as shown in figure~10. The breather vent hose must avoid contact with the exhaust at all times.
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Pull the hose to the left side of the bike, underneath the ignition switch and attach it to the back of the breather element. Tighten the supplied hose clamp.
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Position the included stainless bracket on the rear motor mount bolt and hand-tighten. Attach the breather filter element mounting base to the end of the bracket with the included stainless bolt/nut/washers/ as shown in Figure~11
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Position the breather element and re-tighten the motor mount bolt. Re-install air filter canister, gas tank and seat. Job complete.
