Since moving to Wyoming in 1985 I do not recall any more divisive issue facing city council than the new pool.  Even the recent 60% tax increase did not garner this much attention. 
 
I would urge you to listen to the voices opposing the dollars/location for the new pool.   While I am certain the pool as planned will be tremendous, it seems that council’s refusal to revisit this issue only serves to create more ill-will.  I urge you and council to temporarily stop the project pending another review.  While you probably have the legal standing to move ahead with things, the number of signs in Wyoming opposing the plan are simply too numerous to ignore—especially if you consider that the signs probably represent only a small portion of those opposed to the current plans.
