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It’s a doggone shame that our city leaders can’t think 

outside of the box.  My concerns are even considering a 

3.4 million dollar pool facility outside the city limits, 

on a busy thoroughfare with limited walking/ biking 

access. 


I’m sure I’m too late again- just as I was 6-8 years ago 

when the K-Mart property was available.  What was 

available?  Seven to eleven acres with available access, 

that at the time was too costly.  City leaders felt we 

needed revenue from housing, as I recall.  What has been 

built is a “townhouse” community that is nothing short of 

ugly?

Sure, maybe the YMCA was a “deal” at the time, but how 

much has Wyoming invested in the property located in 

Woodlawn. That is an issue that I don’t believe has been 

openly addressed.  If it has, I’ve missed it.

From my point of view, as well as others I’ve talked with 

on the pool topic, I really believe that a pool of the 

Recreation Departments liking can be built on the current 

tennis court site at the Municipool.  When the pool itself 

is completed, the current pool area can be demoed, and 

tennis courts constructed.  There seems to be enough room 

at the site for both pool and courts.  With enough 

foresight from the planners- I’ll bet a year round 

facility can be built that can also benefit the high 

school swim team- which has done remarkably well, all the 

way to the state.  A centrally located facility at the 

current location will also benefit the entire community- 

from infants to elders.

Are tennis courts a major concern? If so, there is an open 

spot of land located behind the civic center that was 

recently considered part of a recreation center facility. 

 I recall playing on tennis courts there as a kid thru my 

high school years having lived next door to them. I 

understand why they closed, but wonder why the area was 

even considered for a center several years ago with 

enthusiasm from the Recreation Department, and not 

considered now.

If and when the pool is constructed at the proposed 

location, by description it seems there will be a soccer 

field lost.  What then, what land will the city leaders 

propose to purchase, lease or rent outside Wyoming?

By the way, I noticed one Saturday morning, that there 

was a Woodlawn Police Officer directing traffic for 

parents and players exiting the Wyoming Recreation Center. 

Will we soon be lobbying the state for a stoplight there? 

That lobbying won’t be free.
