As Concerned Wyoming Citizens:

· We are not opposed to building a new pool - we do want a municipal pool
· We are advocating a pool that is more fiscally responsible
· We are advocating a better location within Wyoming
· We are advocating exploratory dialogue with the Wyoming Swim Club to see if there is some synergy that could result in a solution for both organizations

· We are advocating a delay in the current plan (we do not understand the urgency.  This project could be delayed another year to explore more reasonable cost alternatives.  It does not have to be ready by the opening of the 2007 season)

· We have attempted to convince council to open the issue to public forums and to solicit community input before their final vote to proceed

· At the January City Council meeting, the Wyoming Swim Club board of trustees asked council for a delay of only 30 days to explore an alternative solution that would be in the best interests of the entire community.  Many residents would like to see ONE pool built and shared by current Swim Club members and MuniciPool members (in Wyoming).  Why can’t Council consider this option?

· We are concerned that the budget for this pool went from approx. $2 million to $3.45 million; the Mayor indicated that the final price tag could be even higher.  What is the price ceiling that Council is considering, and what will be the final tax burden on us citizens?

· Security has been a problem at the current pool.  How would it be handled at the new pool?

· Why not have people sign up for memberships IN ADVANCE?  That way, City Council will know BEFORE THEY BEGIN CONSTRUCTION how many potential members they will have to support the pool.
