Dear Concerned Citizens,


We have some MAJOR UPDATES, which I will explain in this email - please read it carefully.


First, we are now circulating a petition - it is attached to this email, and we need to have them returned by APRIL 1 (next Sat.).  Any registered voter may sign (husband and wife may each sign on a separate line, if they are registered voters).  You may print as many copies as you need and get as many signatures as possible (however, any voter may only sign ONCE, which means that if your neighbor already got someone’s signature, you can’t get it, too).  Also attached is a FACT SHEET - we would like you to leave a FACT SHEET at each house, even if the people are not home.  (If you don’t have access to a copier, at least let people READ the fact sheet and give them our website address - there will be a link to the fact sheet on the website, too).  Finally, I’ve also attached a sheet for adding MEMBERS to Concerned Wyoming Citizens - as you get signatures on the petition, ask if the person would like to get email updates, and if so, have them write down their name and email address on the SIGN-UP sheet.  Once again, we are targeting April 1st as our deadline for returning all the signed petitions (and any member sign-ups) - please return them to one of the following people:

Lastly, we encourage you to write letters and/or emails to Mayor Savage (and possibly other Council members) expressing your views (their email addresses are on the website).  There was an interesting article in the Enquirer on 3/24 concerning Mayor Savage’s feelings about the I-75 exit situation.  He’s feeling frustrated because the “powers that be” won’t listen.  Does that sound familiar?  We certainly feel that way about the pool proposal.  The article is on the website in case you want to print or reference it in your own letter to Mayor Savage.  In fact, read Jo Potvin’s excellent letter regarding this article - it’s on the website, too, under “Members Speak Out”.


I am sending this email as quickly as possible to give us time to get the petitions signed.  If I have referred to something in this email and said to check the website, it will be there “soon” if not already; I am sending the email BEFORE updating the website because I feel that timing is important.  Good luck, and let’s try to get as many signatures on the petition as we can - we want City Council to know that LOTS of Wyoming residents are NOT in favor of the current Aquatic Center proposal.
