Topic: Website Details, Petition Update, availability of PDF files

Hello again,


First, an update on our petition efforts - we need YOUR help!  There are at least 7 people who have been out this weekend collecting signatures, but we need EVERYONE to “do a little” - if each of you (each person who receives this email) could get about 10 signatures, our job would be complete.  Here are a couple of suggestions.  When you ask your friends and neighbors to sign the petition, ask THEM if THEY would like a blank copy of the petition to circulate, and then hand them one.  They can return it to you, and you can return it to one of the 3 people at the bottom of the form (or they can send it directly to us, whichever is easier).  Be sure to offer them a FACT SHEET as well.  Another idea is to email the PDF files (attached to this email) to your friends and neighbors.  They can PRINT the petition form themselves, sign it, and then MAIL IT to one of the 3 people at the bottom - yes, it’s OK to have only ONE signature on a form, although it’s not ideal.  (NOTE: Anyone mailing to Debbie Bellman needs to use zip code 45231).  Remember that each voter may sign ONE petition, so if they have already signed yours, they cannot sign on a neighbor’s form (or vice versa).

Now - news about the website: The Concerned Wyoming Citizens website - http://www.geocities.com/concernedwyomingcitizen/ - has been UPDATED with LOTS of new information.  And, to make it easier to see ONLY what is new, I’ve put an asterisk (*) behind items that have new content.  One important item to note is that the petition and FACT SHEET are now available on the website in PDF format (on the home page), so ANYONE can print them and thus circulate a petition (that means YOU!!!).
