Other 2007 projects 

The joint park district is part of a lengthy list of $7.9 million in possible capital improvement projects for Wyoming next year, including:

$160,000 for Wyoming Recreation Center upgrades, including converting larger community rooms to fitness rooms, some fitness rooms into studio, meeting and game rooms, and converting a lower-level game room into a studio room.

$16,000 for new Tasers for the Wyoming Police department.

$105,000 for a recreation center stoplight to accommodate pool traffic.

$95,000 for Municipool demolition.

$120,000 for police facility improvements, including the expansion of the storage area for records and equipment and lockers for the female officers.

$3.7 million for public works projects, including the reconstruction of Jewett, Brooks Street, Waverly Street, Congress Run, Diplomat Drive and Poage Farm; mill and overlay of Charles Street, main entrance stairway replacement at the municipal building, and sprinkler systems for city properties.

$135,000 for the restoration of four Athletic Field tennis courts.

$10,000 for roof replacement at the water reservoir.

$300,000 for the repainting of the city water sphere.

$10,000 for sculpture restoration at the civic center.

$25,000 for replacement of a high service check valve.

$26,000 for signage at various parks and streets.

$65,000 for a new records management system for the police department.
