POOL PROJECT PUT TO BID - 5/24/06

WYOMING -- After 45 minutes of more comments both for and against the Wyoming Aquatic Facility project at the May 14 Wyoming council meeting, city council announced that council may have bids in-hand for construction of the pool at the June 19 council meeting.

The $3.4 million Family Aquatic Center, for which the city already has construction plans for a location next to the Wyoming Recreation Center in Woodlawn, has been met with opposition from those in the community who wish to have the pool built within Wyoming boundaries.

A community group in opposition of the plans for the pool in Woodlawn, led by resident Debbie Bellman, recently collected 805 signatures of residents opposed to the pool plans and submitted them to council at the May 15 meeting, according to Bellman.

Bellman said residents were invited to the June meeting to again voice their opinions on the project.
