Abstract

1. Heroin is street drug originally designed to combat pain and morphine addiction, but now it’s just used by addicts to cause a feeling of euphoria. Heroin is an extract of opium that has the twenties times morphine’s effect making it even more addictive than morphine itself. Heroin and morphine both are extracts of opium poppy seeds found in South East Asia and the Middle East.

2. Heroin itself is not approved for medical uses because of its high rate of addiction, but its close relative, morphine and codeine also extracted from the opium poppy are used medically. For moderate to severe pain the optimal intramuscular dosage is considered to be 10 mg per 70 kg body weight every four hours. The typical dose range is from 5 to 20 mg every four hours, depending on the severity of the pain. The oral dose range is between 8 and 20 mg; but with oral administration morphine has substantially less analgesic potency (approximately one-tenth of the effect produced by subcutaneous injection) because it is rapidly destroyed as it passes through the liver immediately after absorption. The intravenous route is employed primarily for severe post-operative pain or in an emergency; in this case the dose range is between 4 and 10 mg, and the analgesic effect ensues almost immediately. 

3. Heroin presents no “enhancements” for athletic because the affects of it is a quick rush of euphoria, which might enhance them mentally but not physically. Heroin users usually have experienced the usage of heroin, morphine, opium, or any other substance that includes the poppy seeds.  Because of heroin’s strength, people who use heroin the first time are most likely to become addicted to it. Those who try to stop using heroin suffer from usually begin to deal with runny nose, tears and minor stomach cramps(12-48 hours). From 2-4 days, there is a loss of appetite, vomiting diarrhea and abdominal cramps, chills and fever goose pimples. Between 2 to 4 days later the individual continues to experience the same symptoms as well as aching bones and muscles and powerful muscle spasms, loss of appetite. Later symptoms include raised blood pressure, fever, nausea, and increased intensity of preceding symptoms, curled up position, vomiting, diarrhea and increased blood sugar.

4. The NCAA uses urine testing to check for banned substances in student-athletes. First the athlete is identified and selects a sealed beaker, and then he fills it to at least 85 ml. Next a crew member will check the specific gravity and pH of the urine, if the urine has a specific gravity above 1.005 (1.010 if measured with a reagent strip) and the urine has a pH between 4.5 and 7.5 inclusive, the specimen will be processed and sent to the laboratory. The crew member will pour approximately 60 ml of the specimen into the "A vial" and the remaining amount (approximately 25 ml) into the "B vial" in the presence of the student-athlete. Vials and forms (if any) sent to the laboratory shall not contain the name of the student-athlete.

5. A student-athlete who tests positive shall be ineligible to participate in regular-season and postseason competition for one calendar year after the positive drug test and shall be charged with the loss of a minimum of one season of competition in all sports until the student-athlete retests negative

6. Heroin has many street names or slang names including ack, antifreeze, aunt hazel, brick gun, china white, junk, smack, snow, witch hazel and many other names. Before heroin was invented, morphine was used in many substances like “Mrs. Winslow’s soothing Syrup”, which was a cure for cranky babies, and the “White Star Secret Liquor Cure” which was used to keep drunkards away from alcohol.
