Race, social status, classification

These won’t determine how long time will let one live

Death, with divine power is able to classify people its own way

And they don’t influence death.

Skin tone and color is unimportant

Creed is gone too

Death will eventually grab and force everyone to take part in its democratic “process” of decomposing the body.
If he were white, he would think he is at an advantage

And put away a blond or yellowish cocoon, 

But his chances of death are equal

Death emerges from the underworld 

And it knows that we think our little hunch that death is coming
Is considered unlikely 

Dickinson in this poem says death is not biased by gender, race, or any classification, it will take everyone and when one less expects it.

In the first stanza color means race, caste means social status and denomination means any other kind of categorization.
