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Analysis of Hamlet

In Shakespeare’s The tragedy of Hamlet, Prince of Denmark, Hamlet is torn apart by his ambivalence in carrying out his father’s desire of revenge. On a grander scale he displays that same ambivalence over whether or not this tormenting life is even worth living.
