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It has been planned that the papers contributed in the seminar shall be published. Thus, the authors are requested to submit the manuscript in the format indicated here:
· The manuscript must be typed in double space throughout including abstract, text, references, tables and legends of figures, on one side of the sheet (A4 size) leaving ample margin on all sides, and be arranged in the following sequence: Title – pages, Abstracts(s), Text, Acknowledgement, References, Table(s), Legend to Figure(s). The title should concisely identify the contents and the by-line should comprise the author's name and complete address of the institution. If there are more than one author, the address of author to whom further correspondence is to be made, should be indicated on this page.

· Following the title of paper & affiliation of author/s page, an abstract not exceeding 200 words be given on independent sheet prior to start of main text. About 5 to 10 Key words, arranged alphabetically, should be listed after the abstract. The text should begin on a fresh page; and may be divided into sections, such as Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Discussion. Not more than three levels of headings should ordinarily be used in the text. The first order heading (e.g. Introduction, Results etc.) typed first-letter-cap-rest-lower-case and centred; both second and third order headings typed firs-letter-cap-rest-lower-case (e.g. Effects of the site variables), but the former centred and the latter placed on the extreme left.

Indicate authority for all Latin Names, one only when the name is first mentioned in text or tables. In case a well-known regional flora/fauna is followed to name plants authorities need not be given, as only a reverence to the flora will suffice. In the text the references should be cited by name and year system, e.g., Mishra & Singh (1995).

In case there are more than two authors of a paper use et al. after the first name in the text. A reference to an unpublished work may be cited in the text as 'In press' if the paper has been accepted by a journal. Reference to a paper not yet accepted by a journal can be cited, in the text as 'unpublished'.

All data must be given in metric system. Acknowledgement(s) (if any) should be typed at the end of the text. List all the references cited in the text in alphabetical order giving the names of the journal in full. List names of all the authors in a reference.

· Each table should preferable be typed on a separate sheet with a short title and cited consecutively in the text. The data should preferably not be duplicated in tables and figures. Very large tables should be avoided. Upright face tables are preferred, those fitting within one page. Vertical lines should be avoided. Vertical lines should not be used to separate columns. Each Figure(s) should be numbered in Arabic and cited consecutively in the text. Preferable the figures should not exceed A4 size, so that they are handled without folding.

· Figure should not be placed without legend. Only essential photographs with good contrast should be cited as figures in the text.
