J.R.R. Tolkien (John Ronald Reuel Tolkien) was born January 3rd, 1892 in Bloemfontein. His brother, Hilary Arthur Tolkien, was born two years later. In 1896 Tolkien’s father died in South Africa of a severe hemorrhage the day before. He had been sick for many months. In the following years Tolkien began to attend King Edward’s Grammar school and began to study Greek and old English. Sadly in 1904 another tragedy came in Tolkien’s Life. Tolkien’s mother, Mabel Tolkien, died of 6 day of diabetic coma at the age of 34. Afterwards Tolkien and his brother became wards of Father Morgan, a priest at the Birmingham Oratory. Tolkien continued to study old English and began to develop his own languages. In 1908 the two brothers moved to their aunt’s house, Mrs. Faulkner, in Birmingham. Tolkien fell in love with Edith Bratt, his wife-to-be. Edith Bratt left Birmingham in 1910; afterwards Tolkien took in active part in school debates and made speeches in Gothic and Old English. In 1914 Tolkien found his love, Edith Bratt. WW1 was declared, so Tolkien then returned to Oxford (his college) to finish his degree. In 1916 Tolkien married Edith Bratt in Warwick. Tolkien then went to war in France; He saw the action on the Somme as a second lieutenant. Tolkien was the returned to England suffering from shell shock. While recovering in 1917 he started to write “The Simarillion”. Also his first child John was born. His second child, Michael was born in 1920. His third child Christopher was born in 1924. Afterwards J.R.R. Tolkien and E.V. Gordon published their translation of “Sir Gawain and the Greene Knight.” Also in 1926 Tolkien met C.S. Lewis (the Author of the famous “Chronicles of Narnia”) and became great friends with him. In 1929, Priscilla, his fourth and finale child, was born. In 1930 Tolkien became one of the founder members of “The Inkling”. He also started to write the first version of “The Hobbit”. Tolkien completed “The Hobbit” in 1936. In 1937 “The Hobbit” was published and Tolkien Began to write a sequel to the book which later became “Lord of the Rings.” Later Tolkien delivered his lecture on “Fairy Stories”, and 16 chapters of “Lord of the Ring” were completed. In 1940 a bomb explosion destroyed a warehouse were “The Hobbit” was kept and part of it was destroyed. In 1945 “Leaf by Niggle” was published and Tolkien was elected to be a professor of the English Language and Literature at Oxford. Later a draft of “Lord of the Rings” was sent to a publisher. In 1948 “Lord of the Rings” was published. Following that “Farmer Giles of Ham” and a new addition of “The Hobbit was published. In 1954 “The Fellowship of the Ring” and “The two towers” (part one and two of “Lord of the Rings”) was published. In 1955 part three (“The Return of the King”) was published. Tolkien then retired. After his retirement “The Adventures of Tom Bombadil”, “Tree and Leaf”, and an American Version of “Lord of the Rings” were published. Also in 1966 and 1967 Tolkien published a third version of “The Hobbit” and a new book called “Smith of Wooden Major.” Sadly in 1971 Edith Tolkien (J.R.R. Tolkien’s wife) died at the age of 82. In 1972 Tolkien returned to Oxford and received CBE from the Queen. Sadly in 1973 J.R.R. Tolkien died on September 2nd, at the age of 81. Even though Tolkien died one finale book was published in 1977 that Tolkien started and improved upon his whole life. That book was called “The Silmarillion.”  
There were different things that inspired Tolkien to write books. What inspired him to write “The Hobbit” was that he was sitting down in summer going over exams when he came to  a page that was left blank and for no particular reason He wrote “In a hole in the ground there lived a hobbit:” and that’s how the book got started. “Lord of the Ring” was started by questions of was there going to be a sequel to “The Hobbit.” “The Silmarillion” was written during WW1 when Tolkien was saddened by the Environment and the death of his friend’s which he transformed in a mythology. So you see Tolkien’s books were inspired buy his environment, feelings, or what his friends and family said.

My favorite book, even though I haven’t read many, of Tolkien’s is “The Hobbit.” ‘The Hobbit” is about a small Hobbit that goes on a dangerous, thrilling adventure. It is filled with happiness, jokes, songs, poems and even moments to grieve over. It tells that even the smallest of heroes can be the wisest and strongest of them all.
