Bob Dylan wrote in a song long ago “Democracy don't rule the world,

You'd better get that in your head. This world is ruled by violence. But I guess that's better left unsaid.”

Fast forward to the present slaughter in Gaza by the Israeli military.  The U.N. Security Council cannot even pass a bland resolution calling for an immediate cease fire by all sides in this invasion of Palestinian occupied territories.  Why?  Because the United States, led by the Prince of Peace, George W Bush, will veto any such resolution.

The Bush regime wants the Israeli right wing gov’t to have the unfettered opportunity to crush Hamas, democratically elected by the Palestinians, no matter how many Gaza civilians, women and children have to die.  This is the secret Bush-Rice peace plan for the Middle East.
