Talso received a letter from the Whitc
House sating that they wil be sharing my rcsolution with
“the appropriatc Adminisiration officials at the White
House and Department of Health and Human Services
for the review and consideration.” Until a real fix lo
his problem is found, importation from Canada is our
only affordsble option.

Is CodeRED System
to Maximize Safety

You may have read that Parma was named the 14t
safestciy in the United States, according to FBI satitic.
To further enhance safely in our community, the City of
Parma recently unveiled a igh-speed telephone emergency
nofification scrvice known as “CodoRED.” This system
gives the City the abilty 1 send pre-recorded emergency
information to targeted sireets or the entire city at a rate
£ 60,000 per hour.

‘Because unlisted numbers, cellular phones and new
phone numbers may not be included in the database,
rosidents arc asked fo log onto the City's website at
v cityofparma-oh gov 10 enter their information. Those
‘without intermct access may call (440) $85-8088. All
information collected will only be used for emergency
nofification purposcs.
