Modern Media Wars have become instant. The fold down dish and the satellite phone mean 

that battles can be and are brought to our living rooms as they happen. Correspondents are 

on the frontline reporting with bullets (and worse) flying about them and at them. It 

is extremely dangerous. Scores of  journalists have so far been killed reporting the war in Iraq. 

But what about the ethics and practice? Has the new technology enslaved war reporters or has 

it boxed them in even more? Are they now embedded to the satellite feed? What of the ethics

of  'live' war twenty-four hours a day?  Where should the lines be drawn?

A very distinguished panel of past and present war correspondents will debate this in 

the Cinema of the Imperial War Museum. Before and after in the gallery there 

will demonstrations of the very latest media war technology by leading broadcasters 

including BBC News and Sky News.
