1. 1968 Election
Eugene McCarthy (1) RFK announces he will run against LBJ (2); RFK Assassinated (1)

LBJ does not run (1); Riots at DNC (2); Hubert Humphrey (1); 

George Wallace forms Independent Party (1); Nixon “Silent Majority” wins (3)

2. Baby Boomers

Born after WWII (2); Suburban environment / Middle-upper class (1)

Believed they could change the world (2); many went to college (1)
Dr. Spock/Not disciplined (1)
Civil Rights Movement (1) ; JFK Assassination (1); Cynical (1) 

Protested Vietnam (2) / Many became “hippies” (1)

3. Brown v. Topeka
Earl Warren (1); Overturned Plessy / Separate but Equal (2); 

Desegregated public schools (3);  Starts civil rights movement (1); “Little Rock 9” (1)

4. Containment Policy
Established by Truman Doctrine (1); U.S. would prevent expansion of communism (3)

Domino Theory (2)

Conflict with USSR (1).  Examples of containment = 1 point each 

5. Earl Warren
Chief Justice of Supreme Court (2); ruled in Brown (2)

Many cases dealt with civil liberties (3)

Advocated internment of Japanese (2)

6. George C. Marshall
Army Chief of Staff during WWII (2); later SECST and SECDEF (2)

European Recovery Program provides aid to Western Europe (3); Nobel Peace Prize (1)

Envoy to China (1); Advocated firing MacArthur (1)

Accused by McCarthy of being Communist (2)

7. Great Society
Johnson’s domestic policy (2); Expansion of New Deal (1)

Medicare / Medicaid (2); AFDC (1); Head Start (1); Job Training (1)

Civil Rights Act (2).  Benefits blacks (1) and poor (2)

Hurt by spending in Vietnam (2) and urban riots (1); conservatives oppose (1)
8. Korea 
Split between Communist & Democratic (2); 38th parallel (1)

North Korea invades South Korea (2); Truman sends US forces to help SK (1)

US forces invade North (2) MacArthur bombs China (1); Truman fires MacArthur (2)

Truman criticized for weakness (2); SK preserved (2); Helps lead to Vietnam (1)

9. Potsdam Conference
Truman (1) v. Stalin (1); End of WW2 (2)

Elections in Poland (2); “Spheres of Influence” (1); Breakup of Germany (2)

Truman learns about the atomic bomb (1)

Unconditional surrender of Japan (1)

Start of Cold War (2)

10. Richard Nixon
Prosecuted Alger Hiss (1); Eisenhower’s VP (2); Checkers Speech (2).  

Ran against Kennedy in 1960 but lost (1); Lost CA Gov. Race (1)

“Silent Majority” (3).  Bombed North Vietnam OR Vietnamization (2).  Watergate (1)

Thesis

Contains a clear, balanced, well-developed thesis address all parts of the question

Contains a thesis that responds to the question but in an imbalanced /incomplete manner

Provides few relevant facts, or lists facts with little application to thesis; major errors

Provides inadequate or inaccurate understanding of question; major factual errors
