Leader of Pullman Strike (2); imprisoned (1) 

Socialist (2):  favored government ownership of trusts (1) and redistribution of income (1)

Ran for president (2) 

Ghost Dance
Dawes Act regulates reservations (1) ( poverty, despair (1)
Wavoka (1) blends Christianity/Indian Religions (1); Whites will be destroyed (2)

Ghost Shirts (1)

Cavalry tries to suppress the Dance (1); Wounded Knee Massacre (3)

Last Indian uprising of 19th Century (1)

Homestead Strike
Andrew Carnegie’s plant (1)
Workers wanted right to keep unions (1)
Battle between workers and Pinkertons (3); Assassination attempt on Frick (1)
PA militia suppresses the strike (1)
Weakens support for labor unions (2)
John D. Rockefeller 

Owned Standard Oil (2); favored business cooperation to regulate economy (“horizontal integration”) (2)

Generous/Christian (1)/ Believed $ was gift from God (1); but attacked by Ida Tarbell (1)

Standard Oil busted by TR in 1912 (1)

New Freedom 
Wilson’s policy (1); breakup trusts to restore competition (3)

Clayton Act (1); lower (Underwood) tariff (1); income tax (1); Federal Reserve (1)

Wilson distracted by foreign events (1)

Panama Canal
TR (1) wanted canal across Central America (1) Would expand US power (2) 

French company building canal goes bankrupt (1)

Colombia demanded too much money (2)  TR supports Panamanian independence (2)

1 of TR’s proudest achievements (1) but criticized as imperialist in Latin America (1)
Social Gospel 

Walter R.; Washington Gladden (1)

Urban reform (1); criticized Social Darwinism (1)

Emphasized compassion for poor (3); “Kingdom of God” (1)

Biblical Skepticism (2)

William Howard Taft 

Governor of Philippines (2)

TR sent to negotiate with Japanese (1)

TR endorsed for President in 1908 (1); Taft promised to continue TR’s reforms (2)

Preferred judicial management of trusts (2)

TR challenged Taft for president in 1912 (1)

William Jennings Bryan
Democratic nominee for president in 1896, 1900, and 1908 (1 point for each election)

Ran on free silver/using silver for inflation (2 points), “Cross of Gold” Speech (1 point)

Merged Populists with Democrats (2 points)

Wilson’s Secretary of State /“Missionary Diplomacy” (1 point)

Western Farmers:  National Grange; Populists, Conservation of western lands

Other issues:  Depression, Immigration, National Reform (i.e., Sherman Act); Trusts

West:  Homestead Act, RR, resources for industrialization, cattle industry, Indians
