Essay is well organized into introduction, defined body paragraphs, and conclusion

Essay is generally acceptable but is missing one of the elements

Effective, balanced analysis

Limited or unbalanced analysis

· 2  
Offers little or no analysis; unbalanced;  primarily descriptive in nature

· 0 – 1
No analysis; essay is descriptive or chronological in nature

Data
(10 Points)

· 8 – 10 
Develops thesis with substantial relevant information

· 5 – 7
Support thesis with some, accurate information, may contain minor factual errors

· 2 -4  
Provides few relevant facts, or lists facts with little application to thesis; major errors

· 0 – 1
Provides inadequate or inaccurate understanding of question; major factual errors

Impact of WW1:  

Labor Unions:  Clayton Act, Gov’t mediation during war, welfare capitalism, Red Scare, antiunionism 

Regulation of Business:  Federal Reserve, taxes, Clayton Act, Republicans, Mellon, trustbusting

Social Change:  Blacks:   NAACP, Great Migration, KKK, Harlem Renaissance/Jazz.  Women:  Suffrage, Sanger, Divorce, Flappers, New Woman.  Other:  Modernism, Fundamentalism.

1920s:  

Social Change:  M:  Jazz, Harlem Renaissance, Flappers, Sanger, Urbanization.  F:  KKK, “New Woman”, Prohibition, Red Scare.

Science:  M:  Model T, Evolution, Lindberg, Technology.  F:  Anti-evolution

Popular Culture:  M:  Radio, Movies, Dating, Bootlegging, Jazz.  F:  Baseball, Prohibition, Red Scare
New Deal:  

Regulation:  L:  NRA, SEC, FDIC regulate business.  Wagner Act.  C:  Pro-big business.  Caughlin.
Redistribution:  L:  SSA, Works Programs = dependence.  C:  Limited redistribution, Long.  
Gov’t:  L:  expands national government, welfare state.  C:  not socialist or communist.  
FDR & Wilson:  

Domestic:  Clayton v. NRA; support for unions; gov’t regulation of business.

Foreign:  14 Points v. Atlantic Charter; U-Boats, attempts at neutrality (FDR less neutral than Wilson)

Scopes guilty (1) but light sentence (1)


Conflict between traditionalism and fundamentalism (2)
Schenk v. United States


Schenk = socialist (1) opposed to WW1 (2) Printed flyers (1)

“Clear and Present Danger” Doctrine (1) = Gov’t can regulate freedoms in wartime (3)
