(standard issue Potato Gun)


 

Building a spud gun is real simple and easy, and they are

lots of fun! 

Just be careful where you shoot them!

Materials required:

1 - 2' piece of 1 1/2" (dia) ABS pipe

1 - 14" piece of 3" (dia) ABS pipe

1 - 1 1/2"-3" coupler

1 - 3" end cap

1 - 3" female adapter

1 - 3" collar

1 - barbecue sparker

1 - wire

1 - Broom stick

  - Tools

Procedure:

1) Assemble tools and pieces in a clean work area.

2) File the end of the barrel (2' piece of 1 1/2" pipe)

   until it is sharp all around. (File the inside a little

   too, it makes the spud tighter which means MORE POWER

   and distance.

3) Drill a hole in the center of the 3" pipe

 (combustion chamber) large enough for the sparker to fit

 tightly.

4) Solder the wire to the sparker's ground as shown below:   



5) Glue the pieces together as shown below:





*Note- 3" female adaptor attaches to the 3" collar which is



 then attached to the backside of the 3" pipe



 (combustion chamber). The end cap then screws



 into the female adapter for firing.

6) Glue the sparker in with ABS cement and silicon. (Glue

it in really good, you don't want it flying out!)

NOTE: Don't click the sparker after you have glued it in

(until the glue dries) If you do it can go off and blow

your gun appart!

Optional: If you want to get really fancy, you can mount

(with duct tape) a laser pointer or laser scope on the end

of the barrel for super accurracy. However the spud gun is

easy to aim without it.

To fire:

1) Cut a thick slice of potato (1in)

2) Push on top of barrel so the potato is cut as it slides

   down.

3) Ram the spud down the barrel (near the end).

4) Unscrew the end cap

5) Spray 3 quick shots of WD-40 (experiment with it)

   in the combustion chamber

6) Quickly screw the end cap on

7) Quickly aim, and press the button...

BOOM!!!!!!!
KEEP YOU EYES ON THE SPUD!!!!!

8) Laugh for a while and then repeat
