A Family of Freedom Fighters QDR

Learning Outcome: Develop an emerging picture of Jesus’ mission and teaching by correctly reading why four women are mentioned in his genealogy.

Due Date: Entry in DP by end of class period

1. Individually, read the genealogy of Jesus, Matthew 1:1-18.  

2. Now choose one of the women mentioned (with the exception of Mary at the end) in the genealogy: Tamar, Rahab, Ruth, and Bathsheba (Solomon’s mother v. 6 who’s not mentioned by name)

3. Find her story in the Old Testament and read it carefully.

4. Conduct some quick and dirty research to figure out who she is and what she did and why she’s mentioned in this genealogy.  You must have three sources and you must list them in notes: 1) One can be a neutral internet site, such as Wikipedia; 2) One must be a Jewish source; 3) One must be a printed source from Librarian.

5. Read all sources quickly and take notes in your notebook.  You will be responsible for some of the details when we return to class on Thursday.  You are NOT allowed to print the sources and you are not allowed to cut and paste any of the sources.  Any info you glean from these sources must be written down.

6. This genealogy is not a legal brief that should be taken literally, but read as a parable, as a story.  Therefore, in light of this, I want you to figure out why the women you chose was used to tell the background and history of Jesus’ lineage.  To answer this, you will need to figure out what this women represents? what she did? why she did it?  what was the outcome of her actions? 

7. Once you have a character sketch of the women, make an entry into your DP, entitled, “A Family of Freedom Fighters.”  In no less than 400 words, write two paragraphs 1) summarize her story (use your notes) and 2) answer the question, “what does her inclusion in this genealogy tell us about the mission of Jesus and his teachings?”  Each paragraph should be a minimum of 200 words.
