
· Who is the main character? Who is the story about? What is your evidence/ argument?

· What question or problem is Jesus trying to answer? What is your evidence/ argument? 

· Where does the conflict occur? What is your evidence/argument?

· Where is the center of gravity in the story?  Articulate in one sentence?

· Devise a question whose answer unlocks the meaning or richness of the parable.

· Construct a plausible answer to the above referenced question.  Your answer should be realistic given the context of the parable, and it should shed new light on the parable’s meaning.







· The parable codifies a criticism of a socially constructed system and offers the beginning of a moral response or solution.  In your own words, summarize Jesus’ criticism and solution, lifting it out of first century Palestine and making it both timeless and concrete.  

· Where do you find yourself in the story?  Describe your visceral response to the story by exploring your natural reactions/feelings to some aspect of the parable.
