Cranfield only offers Master and PhD courses. The requirements to study here are Bachelor Degree with 1st or 2nd honors and background linked with the master chosen.
Master course is obtained in one year (full time). But, this is one year of 12 months in intensive work. In general Master courses are divided in three terms. The first are lectures about your master. The second term is specialized in lectures and courses linked with your thesis project. At the end of each term, you have to present the exams of each module taken.. The last term is full time in your thesis project. At the end of the academic year you have an oral examination to obtain the master degree. 

PhD course is almost completed in three years. In that time you research full time about your topic. You have to present each year a report and exposition about the advance of your project.

Cranfield facilities are unique in all Europe. They are specialized in some areas and bring the opportunity to interactive with real equipment. For that reason many companies as such as Rolls Royce, Mobil Exxon, Airbus, Nissan, etc. have projects in common with the University. For example Cranfield has an airport to teach and research in aerospace areas. There are available industrial and aircraft engines to research on gas turbine area, as well you can find the biggest wind tunnel in UK here in Cranfield.
People from many places come to study in Cranfield; some of them belong to air force and army of their countries. There are other areas which are famous as School of Management and Logistic, which has been ranked in the first place with London Business. School of Water Science Resource is as well ranked in the first position, and it has big laboratories to study the treatment of water. There are some other Schools that you can explore in the web page of Cranfield.  
Mexicans and students which are not part of European Community have to pay big rates for fees. It includes the lectures, material and access to academic facilities as: computer rooms, lecturers, conferences, short courses.
