CONSTITUTION OF CRANFIELD MEXICAN SOCIETY

STATUTES

CHAPTER I

OF THE SOCIETY

ARTICLE 1. - NAME. - The name of this society is: "Cranfield Mexican Society" to which in following articles "Society" will designate itself with the word. 

ARTICLE 2. - CONSTITUTION. - The constitution of this society is based on articulates of Schedule Three, Regulations Governing Clubs and Societies.

ARTICLE 3. - ADDRESS. - At the moment the official address of the Society is the Cranfield Student’s Association; nevertheless for the case of the assemblies, this will celebrate in the hall that the Directive Committee indicates. In case of an event outside the direction of this event will be informed to the members. 

ARTICLE 4. - DURATION. - The duration of the society is indefinite. Nevertheless, it can dissolve in the case of not fulfilling the stipulated in capitulate II or by request of all the active members. 

ARTICLE 5. - RIGHTS. - The society has rights to admit, to sanction and to expel members in the terms of  the actual articles. 

ARTICLE 6. - REGULATION. - The procedures by execution in the present statute will be established in their Regulation. This only could be modified by agreement of 50% + 1 of associate in the Extraordinary Assembly or by the Directive Council. The modifications in first instance must be proposed to the Assembly by the Commission of Revision of the Statutes and Regulations. 

ARTICLE 7. - The subjects that are not considered in this Statute will be results by the Extraordinary Assembly. 

CHAPTER II

OF THE OBJECTIVES AND FUNCTIONS

ARTICLE 8. - OBJECTIVES. - The Society has the next objectives: 

· To hold a continue communication between Mexican Community at Cranfield and Authorities of Cranfield University.

· To promote activities to enforce relations with Mexico and United Kingdom

· To promote activities to enforce relations between Cranfield University and Mexico

· To promote activities between the Society and Mexican authorities in United Kingdom.

ARTICLE 9. - FUNCTIONS. - The Society has the following functions: 

· To watch the academic performance of its members

· To propose academic regulations and reforms to Cranfield Authorities
· To foment the culture and the relations with similar societies, inside and outside the University.
· To represent Mexico Students in congresses, conferences and activities.
· To formulate the register of its members.
· To have an annual registration of works and activities carried out by the members in good of the Society.
· To establish the sanctions a members of the society for his fails. 

CHAPTER III

OF THE MEMBERS

ARTICLE 10. - The society is formed by affiliated members

AFFILIATED MEMBERS. - They are students and relatives of them, that they ask for their affiliation and they cover the requirements and feeds to be accepted. 

ARTICLE 11. - REQUIREMENTS TO BE AFFILIATED MEMBER: To be student of Cranfield University or to be Mexican.

ARTICLE 12. - RIGHTS OF THE AFFILIATED MEMBERS: 

· Participation in Assemblies with voice and vote. 

· Eligibility for Directive Committee staff. 

· Denounces to Society, situations that injure the education. 

· Propose solutions to academic problems.

· To receive the effective endorsement of the society, for the promotion and accomplishment of the rights indicated in both previous points, article I. 

· Representation by another member affiliated in the assemblies. 

· Participation in Society activities. 

ARTICLE 13. - OBLIGATIONS OF THE MEMBERS: 

· Fulfill established in the present statutes and their regulation, agreements in assemblies. 

· Collaboration in functions and objectives of the Society. 

· Attend the meetings of assemblies, in personal form, or through of a representative according to the regulation of these statutes. 

· Carrying out of the best possible form the positions and the commissions that to them the society entrusts. 

· Covering the fees established by the assembly. 

ARTICLE 14. - LOST OF THE MEMBRESIA: The member can lost it by: 

· Written resignation.

· Expulsion at least by the two third parts of the members in the assembly, when this determines that acts have been executed that discredit the Society.

· For membership expire

CHAPTER IV

OF THE GOVERNMENT OF THE SOCIETY

ARTICLE 15. - STRUCTURE: The government of the society is constituted by supreme power that is the assembly, which it is authorized to create and to integrate work groups or commissions that consider advisable. 

A) Assembly

B) Directive Committee

ASSEMBLY: It is the meeting that has like aim to obtain the accomplishment of the intentions of the society and the attainment of  objectives. 

ORDINARY ASSEMBLY, annual schedule.

EXTRAORDINARY ASSEMBLY, outside of the annual schedule.

ARTICLE 16. - MEETINGS CONCURRENCE: The members must concur personally to meetings of  ordinary assembly or extend the necessary power, according to the regulation of this statute, to be represented by an affiliated. 

ARTICLE 17. - LEGAL QUORUM: It is considered that quorum in the assemblies exists, whenever is a greater attendance of 25% of the affiliated members, also considering to the members are properly  represented.

 ARTICLE 18. - AGREEMENTS: In the ordinary and extraordinary meetings of the assembly, the treated subjects will remember by majority of votes. 

B) DIRECTIVE COMMITTEE

ARTICLE 19. - STRUCTURE OF THE DIRECTIVE COMMITTEE: The executive authority of the Society is formed by the following way: one President, one Secretary one Treasurer and one Vowel. They duration of the their position is one year and they can be reelected although they do not stop the following period. 

ARTICLE 20. - OFFICIAL AND LEGAL REPRESENTATION: The society is represented in the solemn and official acts by the president, secretary and the treasurer or anyone of the third. 

ARTICLE 21. - OBLIGATIONS OF THE DIRECTIVE COMMITTEE: 

· Executing the functions of the Society and the attainment of the objectives. 

· Executing agreements of the meetings of the Assembly. 

· Executing Statutes and regulation of the Society. 

· Representation of the Society to University Authorities, Educative Institutions, similar Societies, etc.

· Administration of the Society patrimony. 

ARTICLE 22. - REQUIREMENTS TO HOLD A POSITION IN THE DIRECTIVE COMMITTEE: To be affiliated member and to be elected. 

ARTICLE 23. - ELECTION: The election of the Directive Committee will be made by majority of votes. The Vote guarantees the universal, direct suffrage, free and secret wish of the members.

 ARTICLE 24. - LOST OF THE POSITION IN THE DIRECTIVE COMMITTEE: Anyone of the positions in the Directive Committee can lost by: 

· Written resignation. 

· Agreement in Assembly in Ordinary Extraordinary meeting or, summoned for this aim. 

CHAPTER V

PATRIMONY OF THE SOCIETY

ARTICLE 25. - CONSTITUTION OF THE PATRIMONY: The patrimony of the Society in constitutes by: 

· Funds received by the  members affiliation 

· Funds received by the Society activities. 

ARTICLE 26. - AIMS OF THE PATRIMONY: The patrimony of the Society was destined strictly to the aims of this Society, reason why no associate or strange person will be able to try rights on such goods. 

ARTICLE 27. - DISTRIBUTION OF GOODS: At the end of the academic year/financial year or in case of dissolution of the Society, the goods will be destined to the use that decide the members in the Assembly that stops such reason has been summoned in accordance with CSA’s law. 

CHAPTER VI

OF THE GRANTING OF RECOGNITIONS AND DISTINCTIONS

ARTICLE 28. - GRANTINGS: The Society will grant recognitions and distinctions to the members that by their merits become creditors to those recognitions.
