Arrivals:
There are five airports in London. Flies from America arrive in only three of them: Heathrow, Gatwick or London City Airport. Cranfield University provides a service to pick up from airports.
VISA and Work Allow:
As Mexican we do not required VISA to visit UK. But if you are going to study here, it is necessary to prove economic support. Some times in the airport, immigration office does health exams. 
As student you are allow to work part time during courses and full time in official holydays, as well you can apply to reduce your tax revenue, if you are working less than 20 hours.

Accommodation, Hotel, Hostels, Bed sites, Flats & Houses:
A short description about accommodation is followed: Hotel: place where you rent a room for you, it some time includes toilet and shower. Hostel: place where you rent a bed in a room with other people. Bed site: big room includes bed, washbasin, kitchen and fridge (share toilet and shower). Flats: is small department which includes all services. House includes all services and car park.

Economy and Finances in UK:
UK belongs to European Community, but currency is British Pounds “Libra Sterling”. For more details see http://uk.finance.yahoo.com/
Transportation:
